1.  SUBJECT.  This bulletin provides information concerning changes in the number of approved seats installed in aircraft operating under Title 14 of the Code of Federal Regulations 
(14 CFR) parts 91 and 135.  This bulletin provides guidance to aviation safety inspectors (ASI), principal operations inspectors (POI), principal maintenance inspectors (PMI), and principal avionics inspectors (PAI).

2.  BACKGROUND.  AFS-200 and AFS-300 have addressed issues concerning the use of the cockpit jumpseats installed for a part 135 operator during the past several months.  Recently, AFS-300 responded to an FAA Safety Recommendation regarding this same issue.  Several memorandums have been written giving guidance as to how existent regulations relate to any changes in approved seating configuration such as the installations and use of a jumpseat in an aircraft.  The installation of one jumpseat, which may be considered by the operator as a small change, may have a significant impact on the aircraft's maintenance/inspection requirements.  AFS-200/300 developed memorandums to address these issues and that same information is repeated in this FSIB to standardize those requirements in a controlled document.

3.  POLICY.  POI's and PMI's for parts 91 and 135 operators are to ensure that their respective operators are in compliance with the appropriate parts 91 and 135 requirements as explained in the following information:

A.  Aircraft operating solely under part 91 must comply with sections 91.405 and 91.409.

B.  Aircraft operating on the part 135 operator's aircraft listing should be maintained in accordance with the applicable part 135 requirements.

C.  Type-certificated aircraft for ten or more passenger seats should be maintained in accordance with section 135.411(a)(2).

D.  The removal of passenger seats constitutes a change in the type design and therefore should be accomplished in accordance with the data contained in the Type Certificate (TC), amended TC or Supplemental Type Certificate (STC).  In each case, the data will provide the instructions for continued airworthiness impacted by the change.

E.  Type-certificated aircraft for nine or less passenger seats should be maintained in accordance with section 135.411(a)(1).

F.  Type-certificated aircraft for ten to nineteen passenger seats, excluding any pilot seat, do not require a flight attendant in part 135 operations.  Therefore, any seat designated as a jumpseat approved for use during take off and landing may be occupied by a passenger.

G.  Operators should be consulted to ensure their mutual understanding and compliance with the information contained in this FSIB.
