1.  PURPOSE.  This bulletin provides Flight Standards Service (AFS) policy concerning follow-on field approvals of Traffic Alert/Advisory Systems, such as the Ryan International Traffic Collision Alerting Device (TCAD), the BFGoodrich and Honeywell (Bendix/King) Traffic Advisory Systems (TAS), as well as Traffic Alert and Collision Avoidance Systems (TCAS I), including BFGoodrich and Honeywell (Bendix/King) TCAS I systems currently being installed and operated under the provisions of 14 CFR 
part 91 or 135.

2.  BACKGROUND.  Ryan International TCAD Models ATS-7000, 
ATS-8000, -9000, -8800 series, and -9900 series, the BFGoodrich Skywatch SKY497, TCAS791, and TCAS791A, and the Honeywell (Bendix/King) KTA 810, and CAS 66A models have been awarded Supplemental Type Certificates (STC) in certain makes and models of aircraft.  As such, the appropriate STC approved data can be used as the basis for “follow-on” FAA field approval on 
FAA Form 337.  The same conditions would apply to other traffic and collision alerting/advisory equipment or TCAS I not intended to meet or be substituted for TCAS II, or when TCAS I is required by 14 CFR part 135.

3.  ACTION.  Considering the nature of these systems, when an installing agency submits installation data for approval, that is based on previously approved data, the installation of the device can be field approved with the attendant Aircraft Flight Manual Supplement (AFMS); or Supplemental Flight Manual signed by the Airworthiness Aviation Safety Inspector (ASI).  The traffic and collision alerting/advisory equipment or TCAS I would be operated as supplemental to “see and avoid” procedures.  Limitations must be contained in the AFMS or Supplemental Flight Manual that is consistent with the format of the Aircraft Flight Manual and applicable to the specific installation configuration for the installed equipment.  When working with STC’s used for follow-on field approvals, take into consideration the information contained in HBAW 98-16, Supplemental Type Certificate Requirements under (Public Law 104-264), Section 403.
