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NOTE:  THIS BULLETIN REQUIRES PTRS INPUT - SEE PARAGRAPH #4.





1.  PURPOSE.  This bulletin establishes policy and guidance concerning the issuance of a U.S. Certificate of Airworthiness �(C of A), on an aircraft affected by Mandatory Continuing Airworthiness Information (MCAI).  The MCAI is issued for transport category aircraft models manufactured in other countries for which a U.S. type certificate has been issued,�but no airplanes of that model are on the U.S. Registry.





2.  BACKGROUND.





A.  The MCAI items are issued by the airworthiness authority of the country of design and serve to notify the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) of the existence of unsafe conditions and appropriate corrective actions.





B.  The Aircraft Certification Service, Transport Airplane Directorate, International Branch (ANM-116), will review each MCAI received after the U.S. Type-Certificate is issued.  Those MCAI that meet the criteria for U.S. mandatory action and require only a one-time modification will be placed on an FAA Required Modification List (RML).  The RML is composed only of one-time modifications, hence MCAI with inspections, both repetitive and/or one-time, will be excluded from the RML.  Mandatory Continuing Airworthiness Information for actions other than �one-time modifications will be addressed by issuance of a corresponding FAA airworthiness directive (AD) where necessary.





C.  ANM-116, will maintain and update the RML for each eligible model as necessary.  The “Import Requirements” section of the Type-Certificate Data Sheet (TCDS) will be revised to state that prior to issuance of the first C of A for the model aircraft ANM-116, must be contacted to obtain the RML.  The required compliance time for each RML item will be included as part of the RML and will typically be the same as that of the MCAI.  Prior to issuance of a C of A on any aircraft of a model, all modifications on the RML for that aircraft with compliance times already past due must be accomplished.





D.  Modifications on the RML with future compliance times must be incorporated into the operator’s maintenance program and remain with the aircraft records and must be accomplished at the compliance time given.  In the event of an aircraft transfer, any remaining future modifications from the RML must be incorporated into the new operator’s maintenance program and accomplished at the appropriate compliance time.  ANM-116, is responsible for developing the RML for each eligible aircraft model, finalizing the RML and providing notification through the TCDS and the Federal Register as listed below.  These actions are sequenced relative to the issuance of the first C of A on the model aircraft.





E.  Prior to issuance of the first U.S. C of A on the Model Aircraft:





(1)  The Import Requirements section of the TCDS of each Foreign Manufactured Aircraft eligible for this procedure, will include text indicating that before issuance of a C of A, ANM-116 must be contacted to obtain the RML.





(2)  The RML items corresponding to MCAI for one-time modifications that meet the criteria for U.S. mandatory action will continue to be added to the RML, until the first C of A issuance for that model aircraft.





Concurrent with the issuance of the first U.S. C of A on the Model Aircraft:





(3)  The RML will be finalized at the time of the first �C of A issuance and will not be altered in the future, even if certain of these modifications are superseded by other actions.  The only method of superseding an RML item is by AD which will provide a permanent record of the action.





(4)  The TCDS will again be revised (beyond those revisions of step 1) to include the finalized RML under the section titled, “Import Requirements” and guidance pertaining to its use.  The RML as it appears in the TCDS will have wording similar to that in an AD, allowing alternative methods of compliance or adjustment of the compliance time to be used, if approved by the Manager, International Branch, ANM-116.  Further, the finalized RML will be cross referenced in the Certification Basis Section and in NOTE 3 (NOTE 3, per the guidance of FAA Order 8110.4A, contains any airworthiness limitations information within the TCDS).





�
After issuance of the first U.S. C of A on the Model Aircraft:





(5)  The RML will be published in the Federal Register in accordance with the Notice of Policy Statement.





(6)  Any future MCAI actions that the FAA determines, must be accomplished on U.S. registered aircraft and addressed by issuance of an AD.  A future AD action may supersede a specific modification listed on the RML.  In this case, the AD would state that the related RML item is no longer required, having been superseded by the AD.





(7)  For each RML item, an alternative method of compliance or adjustment of the compliance time may be used if approved by the Manager, ANM-116.  Operators shall submit their requests through an appropriate FAA Principal Airworthiness Inspector (PAI), who may add comments and then send it to ANM-116.





3.  ACTION.  This section details the necessary C of A wording to be used for aircraft of the affected model, the operator’s maintenance policy and procedures manual reference to the RML, and the basis for enforcement action.





A.  Each C of A will contain a reference to the RML wording of this reference as follows:





(1)  CONTINUING AIRWORTHINESS: The TCDS AXXNM, Revision Z, dated YY, contains the “FAA RML, that must be complied with for this aircraft to remain in condition for safe operation.  The RML is part of the permanent record for this aircraft; it must remain with the aircraft data and continue to be complied with in the event of transfer to another operator.





(2)  At the time of a C of A issuance for an aircraft of the affected model, the PAI will assure that the operator’s maintenance policy and procedures manual contain policy regarding the requirements of an RML.  This may be incorporated with the operator’s AD policy and procedures section.





(3)  Prior to issuance of a C of A on any aircraft of an model eligible for application of this policy, all modifications on the RML for that model aircraft with compliance times already past due must be accomplished.  All modifications on the RML with future compliance times must be incorporated into the operator’s maintenance program and remain with the aircraft records.  These future modifications must be incorporated prior to the compliance time specified in the RML.  In the event of an aircraft transfer, the RML must be incorporated into the new operator’s maintenance program and future modifications must be incorporated prior to the compliance time specified in the RML.





(4)  Operators not affected by an aircraft of a model eligible for application of this policy should consider revising their maintenance policy and procedures' manual.  Revision of their manual would assure future compliance if they were to acquire a model eligible for the application of this policy.





(5)  As provided by the airworthiness certification provisions of Title 49 of the United States Code �(U.S.C.) 44704(c), Title 14 of the Code of Federal Regulations �(14 CFR) section 21.183(c) and (d), form the regulatory basis for the issue of standard U.S. airworthiness certificates on imported products.  Title 14 CFR section 21.183(c) and (d) are the regulations that the FAA inspectors will cite as their basis for any necessary enforcement actions for noncompliance with modifications listed on the RML.





(6)  Authority for these required modifications is given per the airworthiness certification provisions of 49 U.S.C. 44704(c), which states “the Administrator may include in an airworthiness certificate terms required in the interest of safety”.  Terms required in the interest of safety include actions to correct unsafe conditions issued by the foreign authority of the state of design that also meet FAA criteria for corrective action.  This law also gives the FAA the authority to adopt 14 CFR �section 21.183(c) and (d), which form the regulatory basis for the issue of standard U.S. airworthiness certificates on imported products.  Title 14 CFR section 21.183(c) and (d), provide that airworthiness certificates are issued only if the Administrator finds that the aircraft conforms to the type design and is in a condition for safe operation.





4.  PROGRAM TRACKING AND REPORTING SYSTEMS (PTRS) INPUT.  PTRS Activity Codes Maintenance: 3402, Avionics: 5402.  File PTRS Transmittal Form.

6.  LOCATION.  This bulletin will remain in effect until incorporated into FAA Orders; 8130.2, Airworthiness Certification of Aircraft and Related Approvals; 8300.10, Airworthiness Inspector’s Handbook, Chapters 225 and 226; Advisory Circular (AC) 21-23, Airworthiness Certification of Aircraft, Engines, Propellers, and Related Products Imported to the United States.  Inspectors should make a note of this bulletin in the margin of the affected chapters.

Import Requirements:





Prior to issuance of a U.S. Certificate of Airworthiness (C of A) on any Airbus A330 model aircraft, all modifications shown on the (Model A330) Required Modification List (RML) below with compliance times already past, must be accomplished in order to support an FAA finding that the aircraft is in condition for safe operation.





All future required modifications shown on the RML below must be incorporated into the operator's maintenance program [just as for future airworthiness limitation items, life limited parts or Certification Maintenance Requirements].  Additionally, these RML requirements must remain with the airplane records and must continue to be complied with following any transfer of the airplane to another operator.





Prior to issuance of an Airworthiness Certificate, the following note must be placed on the Airworthiness Certificate:





"CONTINUING AIRWORTHINESS: The type certificate data sheet (TCDS) AXXNM, Revision z, dated YY, contains the "FAA Required Modification List (RML)" that must be complied with for this aircraft to remain in condition for safe operation.  The RML is part of the permanent record for this aircraft; it must remain with the aircraft data and continue to be complied with in the event of transfer to another operator."





Authority for these required modifications is given per the airworthiness certification provisions of 49 U.S.C. 44704(c), which states "the Administrator may include in an airworthiness certificate terms required in the interest of safety". "Terms required in the interest of safety" include actions to correct unsafe conditions issued by the foreign authority of the state of design that also meet FAA criteria for corrective action.  This law also gives the FAA the authority to adopt 14 CFR section 21.183(c) and (d), which form the regulatory basis for the issue of standard U.S. airworthiness certificates on imported products. Title 14 CFR section 21.183(c) and (d) provide that airworthiness certificates are issued only if the Administrator finds "that the aircraft conforms to the type design and is in a condition for safe operation."  The modifications identified in the list below are required in the interest of safety and are necessary for this airplane to be in a condition for safe operation. 





For each modification, an alternative method of compliance (AMOC) or adjustment of the compliance time may be used if approved by the Manager, International Branch, ANM�116, FAA Transport Airplane Directorate; 1601 Lind Avenue Southwest; Renton, Washington 98055; telephone (425)227-2110; fax (425)227-1149.  Operators shall submit their requests through an appropriate FAA Principal Airworthiness Inspector, who may add comments and then send it to the Manager, International Branch.
