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1.  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this bulletin is to provide information and guidance to the Flight Standards Airworthiness Aviation Safety Inspectors (ASI) who have certificate management responsibility for certificate holders under Title 14 of the Code of Federal Regulations (14 CFR) part 135, section 135.411(a)(1). This bulletin has been developed to summarize the separation of operations specifications (OpSpecs) paragraph D071, Additional Maintenance Requirements.  





2.  BACKGROUND.  There has been confusion in the issuance of OpSpec D071 pertaining to the paragraphs and tables that are not applicable to the certificate holders operation. OpSpec D071’s tables and associated paragraphs will be separated and established into four individual OpSpecs, D101 through D104. This allows the ASI the ability to issue only the OpSpecs that pertain to the certificate holders operation. Current OpSpec D071 incorporates four tables and associated paragraphs: 





A.  Table 1, Aircraft Engines, Propeller, and Propeller Control (governor);





Table 2, Rotor; 





C.  Table 3, Single Engine IFR; and 





D.  Table 4, Emergency Equipment.

3.  GUIDANCE.  ASI’s shall review the guidance material listed under the paragraph section in the Operations Specifications Subsystem (OPSS). The language of the paragraphs and the content of the tables have not changed. The separation of D071 will establish the following new OpSpecs: 





A.  D101,  Additional Maintenance Requirements (Aircraft Engine, Propeller, and Propeller Control (governor));





B.  D102,  Additional Maintenance Requirements (Rotor);





C.  D103,  Additional Maintenance Requirements (Single Engine IFR); and 





D.  D104,  Additional Maintenance Requirements (Emergency Equipment).





4.  ACTION.  Transition to the new OpSpecs, D101 through D104, shall be accomplished within 180 days from the effective date of this bulletin. Upon issuance of the new OpSpecs, D071 will be archived in the OPSS database and will not be available for future use.

6.  LOCATION.  This bulletin will remain in effect until incorporated into FAA Order 8300.10, Airworthiness Inspector’s Handbook, volume 2, chapter 84.
