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1.  PURPOSE.  This bulletin provides information to Regional and Flight Standards District Offices (FSDO) airworthiness inspectors pertaining to the memorandum generated by Air Traffic, reporting invalid transponder reports.





2.  BACKGROUND.  Air Traffic released Order 7210.56, to address their quality assurance efforts at the national, regional, and local levels.  This order provided guidance to the designated facility office to compile a weekly list of invalid transponder reports and forward them to the Regional Flight Standards Office.


�


3.  ACTION.  The Regional Flight Standards Office will forward a copy of this weekly list of invalid transponder reports to the FSDO having geographic responsibility to the reporting ATC Tower.  The FSDO will identify the reported N-numbers using the Flight Standards Automation System.  The FSDO, in accordance with FSAW 93-49 (Extended), Instructions for Use of FAA Form 8620-1, Aircraft Condition Notice (ACN), for Invalid Mode “C” Reporting, will contact the owner/operator to identify if a possible transponder malfunction or violation exists.

5.  LOCATION.  This bulletin will remain in effect until incorporated in a future chapter of FAA Order 8300.10, Airworthiness Inspector’s Handbook.
