ROUTE INSTRUCTIONS:

ALL AIRCRAFT: Cross Knik Arm at or below 600' MSL or at or above 2,200' MSL, except
maintain at or below 2,500’ MSL unless authorized by ATC. (If unable 2,200’ MSL by mid-
channel, advise ATC.) Remain within Merrill Class D airspace.

RUNWAY 25: Turn right, follow Ship Creek.

RUNWAY 4 or 7 or 34: Turn left, follow Ship Creek.
