vi ol ates pertinent provisions of Chapter 447 of the statute, or
any rule, regulation, or order issued thereunder, is subject to a
certificate action to anend, nodify, suspend, or revoke all or any
part of a certificate issued under Chapter 447. The notice of
proposed certificate action to which this information sheet is
attached specifies the facts and regulatory and/or statutory
provisions alleged to have been violated. The notice al so states
the specific certificate action the Adm nistrator proposes to

t ake.

This proceeding is governed by the Federal Aviation Regul ations
(FAR) set forth in 14 CF.R 813.19. WTH N FI FTEEN (15) DAYS
AFTER YQU RECEI VE THI S NOTI CE OF PROPOSED CERTI FI CATE ACTI ON, you
may elect to proceed in one of the five ways set forth bel ow by
mar ki ng the appropriate box(es) on the attached el ection sheet and
returning it by mail or personal delivery to the address provided
bel ow.

1. Surrender your certificate on or before the date
indicated in the Notice of Proposed Certificate Action. In this
event, the order proposed in the notice will be issued at once,
effective the date your certificate is surrendered or nailed to
the office listed below. By surrendering your certificate, you
wi Il waive your right to appeal to the National Transportation
Saf ety Board (NTSB), as described in 2 bel ow

2. Request that an Order be issued as proposed in the
Noti ce of Proposed Certificate Action so that you nmay appeal to
the NTSB, as provided in 49 U S. C. 844709 and the NTSB' s Rul es of
Practice (49 CF. R Part 821). The appeal stays the effectiveness
of the Order. You may proceed in accordance with 3, 4, or 5,
bel ow, without waiving your right to appeal to the NTSB

If you appeal to the NISB, a conplaint will be filed
and an adm nistrative |law judge will be appointed to decide the
case. At the hearing, held under 49 CF. R Part 821, the FAA will
present w tnesses and ot her evidence. You also will have the
opportunity to present w tnesses and ot her evidence. The FAA will
have the burden of proof. An appeal fromthe judge's decision is
available to the full board and fromthere to the U S. Court of

Appeal s.

3. Answer the charges in witing. Wth such answer, you



may furnish such additional information, including statenments by
you or your representative or others, or other docunentary

evi dence as you may w sh to have considered. This information may
be submitted in conjunction with a request for an infornal
conference. This will not affect your right to appeal to the NTSB
later.

4, Request to discuss the matter informally with an FAA
attorney either telephonically or in person at any regional office
of the FAA (see attachnent for addresses of the Regional Ofices),
or the Flight Standards Ofice in Atlanta, Georgia. |If you
request a tel ephone informal conference, an FAA attorney will call
you at the tel ephone designation of your choice at any place
within the United States.

| MPORTANT - The informal conference is intended to
provide you with an opportunity to present your reasons why the
FAA shoul d not proceed with the action as proposed. It also is
i ntended to provide you with an opportunity to present any
supporting docunentation or information you wi sh the FAA to
consi der before the agency deci des whether to proceed with the
proposed action. This will not affect your right to appeal to the
NTSB.

5. If you have filed an Aviation Safety Report with the
Nat i onal Aeronautics and Space Adm ni strati on (NASA) concerni ng
the incident set forth in the attached Notice of Proposed
Certificate Action, you may be entitled to a wai ver of any
penal ty.

You will be entitled to a waiver only if all of the
foll owi ng are found:

a. That this violation was i nadvertent and not
del i berat e;

b. That this violation did not involve a crimna
of fense, or accident, or disclose a |lack of conpetency or
qualification to be the holder of a certificate;

C. You have not paid a civil penalty pursuant to 49
U S.C 846301, et seq., or been found in any prior FAA enforcenent
action to have commtted a violation of the Federal Aviation Act,
or any regul ati ons under the Federal Aviation Act, for a period of
five (5) years prior to the date of the occurrences; and,

d. You prove that within ten (10) days after the
violation, you conpleted and delivered or nmailed a witten report
of the incident or occurrence to NASA under the Aviation Safety
Reporting Program

In the event that you establish your entitlenent to
this waiver of penalty, an Order will be issued finding you in
violation but inmposing no certificate suspension. Your claim of
entitlenent to waiver of penalty shall constitute your agreenent
that an Order nmay be issued w thout further informal proceedi ngs
before the FAA. The Oder will be a matter of record. As to the
findings of fact and viol ations, you nay either waive your right
to a hearing or you may appeal the Administrator's Order to the
NTSB.
