ATO Policy on MMAC Student Controllers

FAA Will Help Offset Daily Expenses for Student Controllers

October 30, 2007 – The Air Traffic Organization announced today it will provide payments to air traffic control students attending the Mike Monroney Aeronautical Center Academy in Oklahoma City to help offset the daily cost of living. The payments took effect yesterday.  

In announcing the decision, ATO Chief Operating Officer Hank Krakowski said, “In response to feedback and concerns expressed over the past months, we took another look at our policy and concluded that this is an issue of fairness to the students.”

Students have begun receiving the long-term rate for Oklahoma City of $79.20, which includes $48.60 per diem, $27.60 meal and incidental expenses, and $3 incidental costs. The payments are not retroactive. Each class of students will be briefed and provided the paperwork to prepare travel vouchers. 

“The students of the FAA Academy are a valuable part of our team, and I am hopeful this will ease their financial burden and make their stay at the academy more fruitful as they prepare to become part of the world’s safest and largest air traffic system,” Krakowski said.
