Background
1.1
The IPACG FIT CRA has been continuing to process Problem Reports received from operators and service providers in the North and Central Pacific. The IPACG FIT CRA consists of two complementary organizations, each supporting their respective area.

1.2
The JCAB CRA processes reports originating in or relating to occurrences in Tokyo FIR.  Resources for the Supporting Agency of JCAB CRA are provided by the Air Traffic Control Association Japan (ATCA-J).
1.3
Reports submitted to one of CRA organizations (FAA CRA or JCAB CRA) that are found to be more appropriately within the remit of the other organization are transferred to that organization.

2.
Discussion

2.1
Since IPACG/23 JCAB CRA has processed a number of reports from the Stakeholders regarding the events in Tokyo FIR, resulting in thirteen (13) reports, which have been analyzed and categorized as consisting of eight (8) similar problem groups. 

2.2
The PowerPoint charts contained in Attachment-1 cover the activity by JCAB CRA.  The presentation includes summaries of Problem Reports considered particularly to be discussed and those ready for closure at IPACG/24 FIT/11 Meeting.

2.3
JCAB CRA proposes at this meeting, three (3) problems to be ‘Lesson Learned’, and six (6) problems to be ‘Open’ status. Three (3) problems are in the status of ‘Waiting’ for relevant information from Stakeholders concerned.

Recommendations

3.1 Stakeholders are asked to note those Problem Reports that may have significance to their operations.

3.2 Stakeholders are asked to continue to provide reports of any anomalies that they experience. Prompt and full reporting of such anomalies will allow for any deficiencies to be identified and rectified.
