Introduction
1.1
Centralized traffic management facilities are best able to communicate their national system’s ability to accept traffic from adjacent international ATS providers.  As coordination and collaboration efforts intensify between the counties, effective communications are essential.  A key element in removing language barriers is establishing common terminology.  Terminology and phraseology differences in air traffic flow management (ATFM) could be a potential source of confusion during communications between the Federal Aviation Administration David J. Hurley Air Traffic Control System Command Center (ATCSCC) and the Japan Civil Aviation Bureau Air Traffic Management Center (ATMC).  

1.2
The U.S. air traffic management terminology is located in a combination of several documents including: the FAA Order 7210.3, Facility Operation and Administration; FAA ATCSCC Standard Operating Procedures; and FAA Order 7110.65, Air Traffic Control.  These lists of terms need to be discussed and a determination made to develop a common list.

1.3
Japan’s air traffic management terminology is located in a combination of several documents including: JCAB Air Traffic Control Handbook; Air Traffic Flow Management Handbook; and JCAB ATFMC Operation Procedures.  These lists of terms also need to be discussed and a determination made to develop a common list.

This terminology will be an essential element in developing definitive, clear, and concise communication between international ATFM officials.  This bilateral effort should be combined with an ICAO effort to standardize ATFM terms.

Progress

2.1
IPACG/21 discussions resulted in a recommendation to develop common terminology for ATFM communications.  IPACG/22 determined the formation of common terminology Task Force.  IPACG/23 determined the Task Force co-chairs; Mr. Yoshinori Suzuki from JCAB and Mr. Ric Humphreys from FAA.  The operation of the Task Force was also outline at IPACG/23.
