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SUMMARY

This paper provides information regarding the implementation of advanced communication capability for ATFM using Internet and web conferencing technology.
1. Background

At the IPACG/21 meeting held in January 2005, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Air Traffic Control System Command Center (ATCSCC) stated that FAA would be willing to host web conferencing with the JCAB Air Traffic Management Center (ATMC) to further enhance the communication capability between the ATCSCC and ATMC.  Action Item IP/21-8 was opened, stating that the ATCSCC and ATMC would evaluate the feasibility and capability of utilizing the Internet as a medium for ATFM communication 
The FAA and JCAB agreed to conduct a test of the web conference capability during IPACG/23 held in July 2005.  Unfortunately, the equipment was not ready and the test had to be delayed.
At the IPACG/24 meeting held in January 2006, the FAA anticipated the readiness of web conference capability for testing in March 2006.  Unfortunately, the server assigned for this test was reassigned elsewhere to address FAA operational needs.  FAA informed the ATMC and agreed to delay the test.
2. Discussion
FAA has purchased the additional server which would be used for web conferencing for the ATCSCC and ATMC.
FAA anticipates that the system will be ready for the web conference test with the ATMC in the first half of 2007.  The ATCSCC will coordinate a date for testing with the ATMC as soon as the system is operational.
