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	SUMMARY
This paper presents the meeting with ICAO’s guidance to States in regard to the horizontal and vertical wake turbulence spacing criteria with respect to A380-800.



1. INTRODUCTION 
1.1 ICAO Asia and Pacific Office had received enquiries from a number of States with regard to wake turbulence separation minima for flights being undertaken by the new Airbus A380 aircraft. The ad hoc group of experts under the auspices of the United States Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), Eurocontrol, the Joint Aviation Authorities (JAA) and the manufacturer has now developed guidance on wake vortex separation criteria for A380.  New guidance was now made available on 10 October 2006.
