	SUMMARY

   This paper presents the plan that Naha HF aeronautical radio station

 is to be integrated into Tokyo HF aeronautical radio station in late March 2007.



1. INTRODUCTION
1.1
As operations of CPDLC in the oceanic airspace of Fukuoka FIR has been expanding, JCAB has decided to integrate two aeronautical radio stations, Tokyo and Naha, and plans to integrate Naha into Tokyo. The exact date/time of integration will be notified by advance notice AIC and consequential AIP Amendment.  AIP Amendment will be issued by 18th Jan. 2007.
2.
DISCUSSION
Following changes are expected;
2.1     At present, Naha is one of the Network Station of CWP, MWARA. After late May 2007, Naha will be out of CWP Network. CWP Network will consist of the following aeronautical stations; 
 Network stations of CWP (After late May 2007)
　CWP1 : Tokyo, Naha, San Francisco, Taipei, Manila, Pyongyang, Seoul, Shanghai 
        ( 3455kHz, 6532kHz, 8903kHz, 10081kHz(*), 13300kHz, 17904kHz )
          CWP2 : Tokyo, Naha, San Francisco, Taipei, Manila, Port Moresby, Nauru
        ( 2998kHz, 4666kHz, 8903kHz, 10081kHz(*), 11384kHz, 13300kHz, 17904kHz )

       * Tokyo and Naha don’t have 10081 kHz.

Transfer of communication between Naha and Manila/San Francisco will be conducted between Tokyo and Manila/San Francisco from late May 2007. (See Attachment) 
2.3
Tokyo will take responsibility for HF communication in whole Fukuoka FIR from late May 2007.

JCAB will advise that all AFTN messages related to HF aeronautical radio station should be sent to Tokyo (RJAAYSYX) only.
