Report on the Progress of DOTS+ Online Track Advisory
(Presented by the Federal Aviation Administration)


1 Introduction
1.1 The FAA is continuing the development of web-enabled enhancements to the Dynamic Ocean Tracking System Plus (DOTS+) Track Advisory Program. This enhancement is known as On-Line Track Advisory (OLTA).
2. Discussion
2.1 The FAA will complete the development of the operational and technical requirements for OLTA by the end of April.  Upon the completion of these requirements, the FAA will enter into lifecycle costing and investment analysis, followed by software development and testing and implementation.
2.2 The FAA intends to conduct a users forum for airline operators to see demonstrations of the OLTA interface in early Summer 2007.

2.3 The OLTA system development is currently progressing towards an operational implementation in early 2008.
