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Proposal for a Shared FAA/JCAB Oceanic Performance Measurement
(Presented by the Federal Aviation Administration)


1 Introduction
1.1 As an outcome from discussions at IPACG/25, the FAA has presented JCAB with a proposal for a shared Oceanic Performance Measurement.
2. Discussion
2.1 The FAA has proposed a shared FAA/JCAB Oceanic Performance Measurement focusing on the measurement of filed versus actual flown trajectories. The initial proposal is to measure vertical profiles for flights between US and Japan city pairs on the Pacific Organized Track System.
2.2 The proposal contains data sharing concepts as well as a proposed timeline for development of this shared metric.

2.3 The concept of a regionally shared performance metric was also introduced to the South Pacific community at the ISPACG/21 in March 2007.

3.1 The meeting is invited to consider the proposed shared performance measurement and facilitate continued progress on this goal between the FAA and JCAB.
