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Summary
This paper presents information to the meeting on the Civil Aviation Bureau, Japan (JCAB) would study to implement a flexible routes system between Australia and Japan.
1. Background
1.1
The flight routes between North-America / Hawaii and Japan are established daily as PACOTS tracks which are calculated optimum tracks based on forecasted wind datum. The PACOTS system is admitted to be efficient in terms of fuel saving and minimizing flight time. 
1.2
The airlines operating between Australia and Japan file Flight Plans on fixed ATS route A337, B586, etc in the Fukuoka Flight Information Region (FIR). Because of recent rising oil prices, all airline companies concern fuel saving and short-cutting flight routes. The airlines operating between Australia and Japan are looking for new measures to save fuel.
2.         Discussion
2.1
JCAB consider that it could be beneficial to introduce a flexible routes system which is similar to PACOTS system for flight routes between Australia and Japan for fuel saving and minimizing flight time.

2.2
JCAB would like to study a flexible routes system between Australia and Japan. At first, JCAB would make a trial calculation of benefits through the computer simulation, with support of the Electronic Navigation Research Institute (ENRI). The calculated benefits will be reported at next IPACG meeting.
2.3
It must be considered following issues for introduce flexible routes system between Australia and Japan.

a)  An impact to existing fixed ATS routes between Guam islands and Japan, New Zealand and Japan etc.
b) Establishment a coordination procedure among the ATS facilities in Australia, Papua New Guinea and Japan.
c) Working together with ISPACG meeting.

2.4
At the IPACG/25 meeting, the Federal Aviation Bureau (FAA) proposed that flights from South Pacific to Japan be included to User Preferred Route (UPR) Trial. JCAB would like to compare the UPR and flexible routes system, and would like to evaluate merit/demerit of them. After that, JCAB would like to propose to implement a flexible routes system or UPR whichever more beneficial.
3.        Action by the meeting
3.1　The meeting is invited to:

a. Consider the needs flexible routes system for fuel saving to the flights between Australia and Japan. 

b. Support that the JCAB would study to introduce a flexible routes system between Australia and Japan.
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
