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SUMMARY

This paper informs that the Civil Aviation Bureau of JAPAN (JCAB) will start to relay the turbulence information by CPDLC.
1.

Background

1.1      The FAA reported CPDLC Weather Reporting at the IPACG/23 meeting (held in July 2005), and Turbulence Reporting Procedures at the IPACG/24 meeting (held in January 2006).
1.1.1    At the IPACG/24 meeting, the FAA and the JCAB agreed that about Turbulence Reporting Procedures was outside the scope of IPACG to resolve, and that airlines’ concerns should be brought to the attention of the ICAO Meteorological Data Link Study Group (METLINKSG).
1.2      The JCAB relays the turbulence information by HF now.
2 Discussion
2.1      The JCAB concluded that it is useful for pilots to relay the turbulence information by CPDLC at present. 
2.1.1    It will be started in 2009.
2.2      ATM-ODP system will analyze downlink messages (including FREETEXT) about turbulence automatically as much as possible, and relay the result of it to pilots by CPDLC. 

2.2.1    But the JCAB acknowledges that there are still various kinds of downlink messages about turbulence (not only non-standard turbulence phraseology but also various report formats of the turbulence position in FREETEXT).
2.2.2    The JCAB also acknowledges that the use of eddy dissipation rate (EDR) to report turbulence from aircraft in flight will be discussed by the METLINKSG in February 2008.
2.3      The turbulence information received by CPDLC will relay to the flights that CPDLC connections are not established, by HF.

2.3.1    Of course the information received by HF will relay to the flights by CPDLC.
