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1.
Background
1.1 The FAA and JCAB have been working together to prepare an agreement, APPENDIX 1 TO ANNEX 4 TO AGREEMENT AIA/CA-30, to exchange ATFM data.  The purpose of this appendix is to establish the terms and conditions for cooperation between the FAA and the JCAB in the exchange of ATFM data and other information to enhance the cooperation and coordination of ATM activities.

1.2 The FAA and the JCAB have actively discussed the details of the data exchange and reached common understanding through email exchanges and teleconferences and successfully developed the agreement.  The review of the draft agreement by both Parties is in the final stage. 
2.
Status Report
2.1 The official signing ceremony for Letter of Agreement (LOA) will be set during the IPACG/27 on November 5-9, 2007.
2.2 The FAA and the JCAB agreed that the status of the progress on the ATFM Data Exchange would be provided to IPACG through information papers.  This will be the first information status report.

2.3 The FAA and the JCAB ATFM technical points of contact (POCs) for the data exchange implementation have been identified.  The FAA POC is Ms. M. Tanino and the JCAB POC is Mr. T. Harada.
2.4 The JCAB provided the FAA with their draft high-level schedule.  

a. The draft Interface Control Document (ICD) is due Oct/Nov 2007.  

b. The final ICD is due April/May 2008.  

c. The development phase is planned from April 2009 to March 2010.
d. The evaluation starts April 2010, followed by testing in February 2011.

e. The targeted data exchange deployment is March 2011.

2.5 The FAA provided the JCAB with the following four documents:
a. ASDI_XML_ICD-v1.0.pdf.  (Interface Control Document for Aircraft Situation Display to Industries data in XM format.)
b. ASDI-VPN-Overivew.JPG. (Figure showing the network connectivity to support ASDI data distribution using VPN technology.)
c. ETMS_to_IDP ICD_1.3.final.doc.  (Interface Control Document for Enhanced Traffic Management System.)
d. XML ASDI via the Internet Ver 1.1.doc.  (User’s requirement document to access ASDI XML through Internet.)
2.6 FAA suggested different data delivery methods:  (1) FAA to JCAB using Extensible Markup Language (XML) which is similar to the description in ASDI_XML_ICD-v1.0.pdf; (2) JCAB to FAA using traditional American Standard Code for Information Interchange (ASCII) data stream described in ETMS_to_IDP ICD_1.3.final.doc.  The JCAB expressed their interest in providing data to the FAA using XML scheme.  
2.7 An action item list will be maintained.  The below table shows samples.
