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SUMMARY

This working paper provides information to the meeting on a updated status of operation for the 30 nautical miles longitudinal separation based on the Automated Dependence Surveillance within the Fukuoka Flight Information Region and a future plan.
1. Introduction

1.1
On April 12, 2007, the application of the 50 nautical miles (NM) longitudinal separation based on the Automated Dependence Surveillance (ADS) was expanded to aircraft flying at cruise within the Fukuoka Flight Information Region (FIR).

JCAB has been working with Oakland ARTCC to introduce the seamless operation of the 50NM in-trail separation between Fukuoka FIR and Oakland FIR. JCAB and Oakland ARTCC will be ready for starting the first step in the first quarter of 2008.
2. Discussion

JCAB has been considering the application of the 30 NM longitudinal separation based on the ADS within the Fukuoka FIR, and the introduction may be phased from a limited application starting with climb/descent phases to the full application including at cruise.
