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SUMMARY

This working paper provides information to the meeting on the implementation of Automated Dependence Surveillance waypoint report instead of CPDLC position report within the Fukuoka Flight Information Region.
1            Background
1.1
At the Twenty-fifth meeting of the Informal Pacific ATC Coordinating Group  (IPACG/25), JCAB Air Traffic Management  (JCAB/ATMC) explained the plan on Automated Dependence Surveillance (ADS) waypoint report within the Fukuoka Flight Information Region (FIR) at the discussion concerning Action Item IP/21-6 (closed at IPACG/25), Fukuoka / Oakland 25N and 160E CTA boundary fixes. 

1.2       JCAB has had operational problems regarding ADS waypoint report on NOPAC routes which contains non-compulsory reporting points. 
1.2.1      According to the paragraph 6.11.1.4  of the FOM, “When reporting by ADS-C only, the flight crew is not required to modify the route to remove non-compulsory waypoints. Waypoint event reports will be sent at all non-compulsory reporting points.” This means that controllers can not obtain necessary information in time.
1.2.2     JCAB ODP system will be improved to automatically uplink the request of the estimate for next-plus-one waypoint when a non-compulsory reporting point is downlinked as the next waypoint.
1.2.3    The above improvement will allow controllers to know necessary information in time and CPDLC position report will be replaced by ADS waypoint report.
2           Summary
2.1
JCAB is planning to implement ADS waypoint report instead of CPDLC position report within the Fukuoka FIR. Tentative target date is February 14, 2008.
