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Summary
At the Twenty-seventh meeting of the Informal Pacific ATC Coordinating Group (IPACG/27), FAA provided information on the actions to evaluate and remove PACOTS track constraints and the Civil Aviation Bureau of Japan (JCAB) agreed to continue possible effort to remove the constraints. This paper updates the status.
1. Background
1.1   PACOTS tracks are generated with some constraints which are necessary for ATC operations.
1.2   Many customers including IATA and airlines do request FAA and JCAB to reduce PACOTS constraints for fuel capacity reductions, cost savings and environmental emissions reductions.
1.3   After IPACG/27 FAA and JCAB mutually coordinated and respectively worked on this issue.
2. Discussion

2.1   The FAA has already implemented some beneficial routings which can join NOPAC structure at a point of Fukuoka/Anchorage FIR common boundary for westbound Tracks C/D/E/F. (refer to figure 1.)
2.2   JCAB has evaluated and coordinated internally and will establish modified routings around longitude 135 degrees east for westbound Tracks H/I/J/K in the near future. (refer to figure 2.)

2.3 JCAB will continue the evaluation for more beneficial routings in the other area of Fukuoka FIR.
