OPERATOR APPLICATION TO CONDUCT RNP 4 OPERATIONS 
Introduction.   This RNP 4 Job Aid was developed by the FAA Hq Flight Technologies & Procedures Division (AFS-400) to provide guidance to States, operators and inspectors to obtain RNP 4 authorization (approval) for operation on oceanic routes/airspace in the WATRS Plus and GOMEX CTAs.  50 NM lateral separation between aircraft authorized either RNP 10 or RNP 4 was introduced in WATRS Plus CTAs on 5 June 2008 and is planned for GOMEX on 20 Oct 2011.  The WATRS Plus CTAs are:  the West Atlantic Route System (WATRS), the Atlantic portion of Miami Oceanic Control Area and the San Juan FIR.  Gulf of Mexico CTAs are:  Houston Oceanic, the Gulf of Mexico portion of Miami Oceanic, Monterrey and Merida High CTAs.  (50 NM lateral separation is currently applied in the Pacific, the South Atlantic and other global areas between aircraft authorized RNP 10 or RNP 4).   
Explanation of RNP 10 vs. RNP 4.   Operators/aircraft authorized RNP 4 are not required to also obtain RNP 10 authorization.  RNP 10 is the minimum “Navigation Specification (Nav Spec)” required for the application of 50 NM lateral separation.  Operators of RNP 4 eligible aircraft may obtain RNP 4 authorization instead of RNP 10.  Aircraft equipped with GPS approved for oceanic operations should be eligible for RNP 4 in accordance with FAA Order 8400.33.  See Part 5 of this Job Aid.  RNP 10 and RNP 4 are the only RNP Nav Specs applicable to oceanic operations.     

Important Explanatory Notes.   See Part 1 “Notes on Issuing Commercial Operator Operations Specifications and IGA Letters of Authorization”.
Purposes of this Job Aid.  The Job Aid:
1.  Provides core RNP 4 reference documents for operators and inspectors.

2.  Provides a series of tables that show:  the content of an application, related reference paragraphs, location in operator application (documents/exhibits) where an RNP 4 element is addressed and columns for the inspector to comment on, and track the status of various RNP 4 program elements.

b.   International General Aviation (IGA) Operators:  State of Registry makes determination that aircraft meets the applicable RNP requirements and issues operating authority (e.g., Letter of Authorization (LOA).
2.  Separate Part 91 (GA) Area of Operation LOAs are not required to be issued for individual areas of operations.   LOA B036 requires the operator to be responsible for policies/procedures applicable to individual areas of operation.

3.  A Part 91 operator holding a current LOA showing RNP 4 authority does not have to re-apply for RNP 4 authority in WATRS Plus or GOMEX Control Areas. 

4.  Inspector Action for Part 91 Operators.   FAA inspector action is to “accept” RNP 4 related operations and airworthiness programs.   Formal “approval” is not required.     
5.  An operator planning to obtain initial RNP 4 authority for WATRS Plus or GOMEX CTAs may apply for and be issued authority based on operational policies published and referenced in this Job Aid.   

6.  OpSpecs.  Part 121, 125 and 135 operators showing RNP authority in OpSpec paragraph B036 should list the authority applicable to individual areas of operations in OpSpec B050 (Authorized Areas of Enroute Operations, Limitations and Provisions).
