2 July 08 Update

The 2 July update deletes or revises wording that became dated with the 5 June implementation of the WATRS Plus Project.  It does not change any significant operational policy or procedures.
19 June 08 Update

1.  Paragraph 7b (ICAO Flight Plan Addressing For Operations in the New York Oceanic CTA/FIR).  Paragraph and table revised to delete requirement to address the ICAO flight plan to Boston ARTCC when entering US domestic airspace via Boston Center. 
8 May 08 Update
1.  Paragraph 3 (Operation On Routes Within WATRS Plus CTAs Not Requiring RNP 10 or RNP 4 Authorization.  Sentence added stating that Strategic Lateral Offset Procedures (SLOP) will not be used on the M201 and L453 route segments discussed in the paragraph.
2.  Paragraph 4 (Provisions For Accommodation of NonRNP10 Aircraft).  Paragraph 4d revised to show that NonRNP 10 aircraft may need special routing on certain WATRS routes.
3.  Paragraph 7f (Recommendation For Filing To Show Domestic U.S. RNAV and Oceanic RNP Capabilities) and Paragraph 7g (Caution For Westbound Flights From Europe).  Paragraph 7f updated to show new 29 June 08 date for domestic U.S. RNAV, ICAO flight plan  Item 18 entry procedures.  Paragraph 7g updated to show current status of Eurocontrol ICAO FP Item 18 filing policies including 27 May 08 increase allowing 50 characters to follow “NAV/____”. 
4.  Paragraph 8h (Pilot Statement of RNP 10 or RNP 4 Approval Status, If Requested).  Standard phraseology added for controller request of aircraft RNP approval status.
5.  Paragraph 9c (Failure or Malfunction of Long Range Navigation System (LRNS), One LRNS Operational Prior to Entering a WATRS Plus CTA).   Paragraph added to provide guidance/direction to pilots for LRNS failure prior to entering a WATRS Plus CTA.
10 April 08 Update
1.  Paragraph 4 (Provisions for Accommodation of NonRNP10 Aircraft), paragraph 4b:  New York Oceanic and Offshore Airspace added to areas where pilot “Negative RNP 10” call to be made for NonRNP 10 aircraft.
2.  Paragraph 7b (ICAO Flight Plan (FP) AFTN Addressing For Operations in the New York Oceanic CTA/FIR):  clarifies FP addressing for New York Oceanic and domestic U.S. ARTCCs;  adds Flight Plan (FP) AFTN addresses for additional domestic U.S. ARTCC’s.  
3.  Paragraph 8e (Special Emphasis:  Maneuvering to Avoid Convective Weather in a 

50 nm Separation Environment):  reader informed that pilot bulletin/aid for understanding and executing oceanic weather deviation procedures will be posted on WATRS Plus Webpage.
13 March Update
1.  Page 1, Key Date 5 June 2008:   wording revised to show that the time schedule for WATRS Plus implementation is published in the WATRS Plus Transition NOTAM.

2.  Paragraph 7b (ICAO Flight Plan (FP) AFTN Addressing For Operations in the New York Oceanic CTA/FIR):  wording revised to remove the impression that the direction of flight affects AFTN FP addressing.
3.  Paragraph 7f (Recommendation For Filing To Show Domestic U.S. RNAV and Oceanic RNP Capabilities).  Paragraph added to provide recommendation for FP filing to show domestic (continental) U.S. RNAV and Oceanic RNP capabilities.

4.  Paragraph 7g (Caution For Westbound Flights From Europe).  Provides a caution for ICAO FP item 18 entries for westbound flights from Europe.

5.  Paragraph 8e (Special Emphasis:  Maneuvering to Avoid Convective Weather in a 50 nm Separation Environment).  Bullet added to show that procedures for SAT Voice communications with ARINC and with New York Oceanic Center are posted on the WATRS Plus Webpage

6.  Paragraph 10 (Mandatory WATRS Plus Transition Procedures).  Provides notice that the  FAA WATRS Plus Transition NOTAM contains filing and flying procedures in the hours leading to implementation of the new WATRS Plus route structure.
