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	SUMMARY

This paper presents a chart depicting the separation standards applied in the Arctic Area as of May 2011. 


1 Introduction  

1.1 During the Tenth Meeting of the Cross Polar Trans East Air Traffic Management Providers’ Working Group (CPWG/10), the FAA requested that the air navigation service providers (ANSPs) responsible for the polar airspace begin to reduce longitudinal separation.  Application of 50 NM longitudinal distance based separation (D50) and 30 NM longitudinal separation have already been approved in the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) Doc 4444.  
2 Discussion

2.1 The recommendation was approved by the ANSPs.
2.2 The International Air Transport Association (IATA) agreed with adding this to work program, but commented that the benefits were not there to support the reduction.  In order to clarify the existing separation standards, Continental Airlines requested a map with the various standards depicted.  

2.3 The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) agreed to develop a chart depicting the existing separation standards.  This chart is shown at Appendix A.
