This paper presents a brief overview of recent developments in certain en-route alternate airports in the Russian Federation. 


1 Introduction

At the CPWG/10 meeting, United Airlines requested State ATM Corporation prepare a status report on major en-route alternates to highlight recent developments and modernization efforts. State ATM Corporation has duly polled each of the en-route alternative airports and summarized the information as requested.  
2 Discussion
PETROPAVLOVSK-KAMCHATCKY (YELIZOVO) UHPP / PKC

Certified for A300, A330, B767, B747, B777 operations

YUZHNO-SAKHALINSK (KHOMUTOVO) UHSS / UUS
Construction and reconstruction of major industrial facilities, buildings, airport equipment, operational facilities and supporting infrastructure to maintain high reliability level of all systems and airport services. RW, taxiways and parking stands are being renovated. Improving surrounding roads infrastructure to air terminal for passenger comfort.  Purchasing new equipment for ground handling and airport services. Certified for B757, B767, B777 operations

ANADYR (UGOLNY) UHMA / DYR 
New terminal, apron and jet bridges were built two years ago. Airport was certified for B767, B747, and B777. 

MAGADAN (SOKOL) UHMM/GDX

Aeroflot closed line maintenance station for Boeing aircraft. It was replaced by local FSUE “Airport Magadan” engineering staff. Certified for B757, B767 operations.

KHABAROVSK (NOVY) UHHH/KHV

Airport line maintenance unit has successfully obtained the Certificate of Compliance (part -145) issued by EASA. Starting from 2010 they provide maintenance in accordance with EASA standards. Airport approved for CATII operations. RW surface, taxiways, apron and parking stands are being renovated. Designed and built new facilities and catering services.   Certified for A330, B757, B767, B747, B777 operations

VLADIVOSTOK (KNEVICHI) 

New terminal and apron are under construction. Scheduled to complete the works in late November 2011. RW25L/07R has been lately resurfaced and extended. It is planned to extend RW 25L/07R. Airport infrastructure has been upgraded as well. New railway and highways from the city to the airport will be constructed by the end of this year. Airport officially certified for B767, B747, B777 A300, A330 operations.    

YAKUTSK UEEE / YKS

Planned procurement of ground handling equipment (GPU “Valday”, two passenger stairs LAS, tow tractor KRAZ-256, 3 aircraft heating system UMP-350, conveyor KFS 6 for loading and unloading cargo with a capacity of 1100 kg), passenger and aerodrome vehicles. Upgrading software of landing lighting control system. It is planned to complete construction of new terminal by JuIy 2012. Certified for B757, B767, B747, B777 operations.

NORILSK UOOO/NSK 

New terminal with jet bridges and apron were built. Improved RW surface.

IRKUTSK UIII / IKT 

New terminal has been built. RW available distance extended. Certified for B757, B767 operations

BRATSK UIBB / BTK 
Enhanced security measures at the airport. TWs A and B are temporarily closed. Resurfaced RW 12/30. CAT I ILS has been installed for RW 30. Certified for B767, B747 operations.

                          
KRASNOYARSK UNKL / KJA
KJA has not got many changes in the airport structure. However 20 special airport vehicles were bought in 2010. Among them are tow tractor Schopf F-396, two propelled passenger stairs, two water service and one toilet service vehicles, loaders, three KAMAZ fire fighting vehicles and snow cutters. 

Starting from late April 2011 new service for VIP passengers is available in Terminal 2.  Certified for B757, B767, B747, MD11 operations.

CHITA (KADALA) UIAA / HTA

Certified for B737, B757MD11 operations.

NOVOSIBIRSK (TOLMACHEVO) UNNT / OVB

New RW 16/34 (3600 X 45 meters, concrete) has been commissioned. ILS CATII has been installed for RW 16. There were commissioned a new passenger and cargo terminals.  The airport has also been recently certified for Airbus 380 operation. 
MOSCOW (SHEREMETYEVO) UUEE / SVO

Certified for all types of aircraft except A380 operation.
MOSCOW (DOMODEDOVO) UUDD / DME

Certified for all types of aircraft.

MOSCOW (VNUKOVO) UUWW / VKO
Certified for A330,A340, B757, B767, B747, B777 operations. A major repair of runway intersection is in progress. The target date for completion is July 1, 2011. The operational distance of both runways was significantly reduced. The airport currently accepts only medium-size aircraft.
