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	Summary
This information paper presents outcomes of the recent Russia-China ATM working group meeting that took place on May 19-20, 2011 in Beijing, Russia


1 Introduction
1.1. The Russia-China ATM working group meeting was held on May 19-20, 2011 in Beijing, China as a follow-up to the 14th meeting of Russia/China transport sub-committee on August 28, 2010.
1.2. The meeting reviewed the following issues:
- preparation of proposed bilateral intergovernmental agreement on cooperation in the area of civil aircraft search & rescue;

- opening of new entry/exit fixes at the Russia-China boundary:
- RVSM implementation in Russia and RVSM operations in China; 

- departure delays of Russian airline flights out of Beijing and Shanghai.

2 Discussion
2.1 The representatives of CAAC ATMB reported of accomplishing all necessary actions for coordination and approval of a new Transeast ATS route from Jiamusi to a new entry point at the border with Russia (N4741.31 E13109.00) proposed by Russia in 2007 and repeatedly discussed at several latest meetings. 

2.2 The both sides agreed to assign MAGIT five letter designator to the new entry point. The new entry point and route will be implemented at 0001Z on October 20, 2011. This will permit the airlines to consider this new routing in their winter 2011/2012 schedule requests.  
2.3 Thus Russia and China will soon implement a new international route (G907) in their airspaces: Jiamusi – MAGIT (N4741.31 E13109.00) - N4809.5 E13131.6 - N5340.6 E13726.1 - NILOT – Balagannoye, which will be used for westbound traffic. The exiting route G212 via ARGUK (from JMU to ARGUK – UHHH) will be respectively changed to eastbound traffic only. 
2.4 The Russian side has also proposed to open up a new entry/exit point east of SIMLI. This proposal was positively received by the Chinese side but it was suggested to review this issue again later after both sides thoroughly analyze the existing and predicted traffic density via SIMLI.

2.5 Both delegations also discussed the forthcoming Reduced Vertical Separation Minima (RVSM) implementation in Russia and RVSM operations in China. Some discussions also focused on establishment of transition areas. It was decided that both sides would encourage their respective Area Control Centers (ACCs) to expedite amendment of existing Letters of Agreement (LOAs) in the view of RVSM implementation in Russia.
