INDIA TO NORTH AMERICA AND NORTH AMERICA TO CHINA
(Presented by Continental Airlines)
	SUMMARY
This paper presents proposals for additional access and development of new routes and airways for discussion and consideration by the Russian Federation for flights from India to North America and North America to China.  



1.
Introduction
1.1 Aircraft entry into Russian controlled airspace is permitted only via specific entry points and published Air Traffic Services (ATS) routes.  Since 1990, when entry of commercial flights into what was then the USSR’s far east airspace was first permitted, until today, about 12 new entry points have been established along the U.S. / Russian FIR boundary.  All of these fall within Anchorage ARTCC’s Arctic or Domestic Flight Information Region (FIR).  We now have begun the expansion of Entry points along the Russian and Norwegian / Icelandic Borders with Magun, Pirel, Adema.
1.2 Development of all these routes and entry points have been coordinated either bilaterally, that is by the United States and the Soviet Union in the early years, or multilaterally through the Russian/American Coordinating Group for Air Traffic Control (RACGAT) and now with the new multi-lateral Cross Polar Trans East Air Traffic Management Providers’ Working Group (CPWG).
2 Discussion

2.1
With the great progress made by the Russian Federation to accommodate new long haul routes via the Cross Polar and Russia Trans-East routes, Continental Airlines, as a member of the International Air Transport Association (IATA) is proposing the implementation of new airways and routes within Russian airspace for discussion and consideration by the Russian Federation and all members of the CPWG. 
2.2
The Russian Federation has been very helpful in providing the Airline Operators with a myriad of new options that have helped tremendously when flying from India to North America and North America to multiple destinations in China. This has resulted in higher capacity on these flights EXCEPT when any/all of the following conditions occur: 
· Monsoon season;

· Wet runway penalties that affect Takeoff Weights;

· Runway construction making the runways shorter than optimal;
· Enroute terrain constraints / Oxygen Requirements; 
· Tailwind takeoffs that affect performance;
· Political considerations closing some airspace.  
Thus, making India to North America flight planning a constant challenge.

2.3 
Continental requests consideration by the Russian Federation to continue with improvements including: 
1. Additional access off Airway G108 to 76N035E, and 78N035E; 
2. Conversion of W98 and W104 to International Airway status to connect to DEVID;
3. Attachment 3 requesting new options:

a.  at 76N and 78N for flights to India and China;

b. India via approved airways to GIMON then to 76N035E;

c. India via approved airways to GIMON then to 78n035e;

4. Attachment 4 78N035E direct ANODI to assist with flights from North America to China;  and
5. Attachment 5: Indian sub-continent to the USA via ABERI and DEVID
