This paper presents information on the operational review on the new route R213.


1 Introduction  

1.1
With joint efforts, China and Russia have successfully implemented a new entry/exit point MAGIT (N47º41.5’ E131º09.0’) and a new route R213 on October 20th this year. R213 together with the existing G212 are providing unidirectional air traffic service respectively for westbound and eastbound flights. It is aimed to enhance the regional efficiency and safety. Moreover, in Chinese FIR, both MAGIT and ARGUK are specified entry/exit points applicable for airlines’ flexible use on polar route flight operations.  
2 Discussion
2.1
ATMB and the State ATM have contributed great efforts to ensure the smooth operations of the R213. Relevant ACCs have signed two LOAs, especially one for the period from October 20th to November 17th before Russia implemented RVSM and kept in closer contact on handling the flights. Since its establishment, R213 has been demonstrated to play an efficient role to separate the air traffic volume with the average daily flow via MAGIT around 22 movements, reducing that via ARGUK to approximate 17 according to the data collected in Harbin ACC.
