R220 is a one way westbound route.

R580 is a one way westbound route.

A590 is a one way eastbound route.

R591 is a bi-directional route with time restrictions
G344 is a bi-directional route with time restrictions
As part of the new detailed traffic count data, we were asked to break out the percentage of aircraft that operate within NOPAC and depart or arrive at an Alaskan airport.
