Update to Action Item 030608:  Status of the Agreement between FAA Air Traffic Control System Command Center and FANA Main Air Traffic Management Center
SUMMARY
This information paper presents an update on Action Item 030608.
1.
Introduction
1.1 Action Item 030608 was established at the inaugural meeting of the Cross Polar Trans East Air Traffic Management Providers’ Working Group (CPWG), tasking the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), State ATM Corporation and NAV CANADA to develop letters of agreement covering shared practices and cooperative coordination procedures for supporting Cross-Polar and Russian Trans-East flows. 

1.2 Since that meeting, the FAA Air Traffic Control System Command Center (ATCSCC) and the Federal Air Navigation Authority of Russia (FANA) Main Air Traffic Management Center (MATMC) have worked cooperatively to develop an agreement.

Discussion  

2.1 The draft agreement under development by the FAA David J. Hurley Air Traffic Control System Command Center (ATCSCC) in Herndon, Virginia, and the Federal Air Navigation Authority of Russia (FANA) Main Air Traffic Management Center (MATMC), State ATM Corporation, in Moscow, Russia, outlines areas of future cooperation including  the coordination and management of the flow of air traffic between the United States and Russia.  Once finalized, the agreement is expected to establish the method and procedures for the coordination and exchange of air traffic flow management information between the ATCSCC and the MATMC.  This agreement will become an Annex to the Memorandum of Cooperation between the FAA and FANA.

2.2 FAA and FANA will provide a further update at the next meeting of the CPWG.

3 Recommendation
3.1 The meeting is invited to note the progress made by the FAA and FANA towards completion of Action Item 030608.
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
