PTRS Data Entry Job Aid for RVSM (Reduced Vertical Separation Minimum)
Introduction
Inspector Guidance.  As soon as possible, inspectors should start using the instructions and Data Entry Job Aid in this document.   This document supplements paragraph 11 of  FAA Notice 8700.26 and paragraph 220G of the Attachment to 
HBAT 03-06.  It will be published in inspector handbooks as soon as possible.   If inspectors make RVSM PTRS inputs following the guidance in N 8700.26 and HBAT 03-06, that information will still be valid and will be retrieved.   Using the attached Job Aid per the instructions below is preferred however.
RVSM PTRS Data Entry Job Aid.   The attachment is a Job Aid that is intended to aid inspectors in making PTRS data entries for RVSM and standardize RVSM PTRS data.
*April 20 Revisions.  Based on inputs from the field, the April 14 edition was revised as follows:
· Table 2 Deleted.  Table 2 information is posted in Section IV of the Job Aid.

· Key Words Updated.  New Key Words in Section IV of the Job Aid better describe the action taken.  Also, “600” was not a viable Key Word.

· LOA Number Added.   The LOA number was added to the LOA information to be provided

Aircraft Status for RVSM Monitoring.  Many operators are having aircraft monitored immediately after RVSM required modifications and/or inspections are completed.  The information in the Job Aid will enable the Separation Standards Group (ACB-310) to confirm that the aircraft was RVSM-compliant when the RVSM monitoring flight was conducted.  (ACB-310 responsibilities are detailed below). 
New Information.  This document follows the format and wording of N 8700.26 paragraph 11 and HBAT 03-06, however, the following changes are incorporated:
· In Table 1, guidance from the Airworthiness Inspector’s Handbook is incorporated.  PTRS codes for maintenance program approval and “Determination of Compliance” terminology is added.
· *Section IV of the Job Aid (Method of Compliance/Comments) provides expanded guidance for dates and other information related to RVSM actions.
Paragraph Change Marks.  Paragraphs containing changes from N 8700.26 or 
HBAT 03-06 are marked with an asterisk and in the left margin.
RVSM PTRS Data Entry Instructions.   Instructions are provided in the pages that follow.
RVSM PTRS Data Entry Instructions

11.  PTRS.
NOTE:  It is imperative that the PTRS be updated in a timely manner.

a.  RVSM Approvals Database.   The Separation Standards Group (ACB-310) at the Wm. J. Hughes Technical Center retrieves PTRS information to maintain a database of U.S. RVSM aircraft and operator approvals.  This database is used to complete RVSM safety assessment and safety oversight tasks.  The data is used with periodic traffic samples to identify unapproved operations in RVSM airspace.  The database is also forwarded to international bodies tasked with tracking RVSM aircraft/operator approval and conducting safety analyses.

NOTE:  This information is being used to find and investigate aircraft that fly at RVSM FLs but are not RVSM-approved.  The database of RVSM approvals is not, however, used in real time to grant or deny clearance into RVSM airspace.

b.  Separate PTRS Entries.  Separate PTRS entries must be made, as follows:

*(1) When the inspector determines that operator aircraft are RVSM-compliant, the PTRS must be updated in accordance with Section IV of the attached Job Aid.  (The Airworthiness Inspector’s Handbook, Vol. 2, Chapter 5, Section 2 provides inspector guidance for making this determination).
*(2) When the inspector approves the operator’s RVSM maintenance program, the PTRS must be updated.

*(3)  For aircraft manufactured RVSM-compliant, the Airplane Flight Manual and/or Type Certificate Data Sheet will show RVSM-compliance.  In accordance with Table 2 and the Job Aid, the date entered will be the date that the aircraft airworthiness certificate was issued.
(4)  When OpSpecs or an LOA is issued, the PTRS must be updated.
(5)  When “Other” actions, as described below, are taken, the PTRS must be updated.

d.  System Update.  The FSDO or Certificate Management Office (CMO) will update the system, as a minimum, with the specific items listed in Table 1 and the attached Job Aid.
