Memorandum of Understanding 

Between the

National Association of Air Traffic Specialists (NAATS)

And The

Federal Aviation Administration (FAA)

This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is entered into by and between the National Association of Air Traffic Specialists (“NAATS” or “Union”) and the Federal Aviation Administration (“FAA”, “Management”, or “Agency”) (collectively the “Parties”).  This MOU represents the complete and total understanding of the Parties with respect to the implementation of the 2003 Collective Bargaining Agreement (CBA).  The parties agree as follows:

Section 1.   Subsequent to review and any mutually agreed upon changes, the work rules Tentatively Agreed Upon (TAUed) in prior negotiations between the parties will be effective the first full pay period of February, 2004.  The Parties agree to implement TAU 23, “Union Representation and Official Time for Representational Duties” effective the first full pay period in October, 2003, or the first full pay period after completion of Agency head review, whichever is later.
Section 2.   The Core Compensation Agreement dated July 12, 2002, will be implemented the first full pay period of February, 2004. 

Section 3.  Subject only to 5 USC 7114 “Agency Head Review” and NAATS membership ratification, this Memorandum of Understanding concludes negotiations over the 2003 Collective Bargaining Agreement (CBA).  At the request of the Union, upon completion of the A-76 process or in February 2006, whichever comes first, negotiations may be re-opened to consider gain-sharing. 

Section 4.  All NAATS represented Bargaining Unit Employees will receive a $1000 one-time lump sum payment, minus appropriate payroll deductions on their paycheck for Pay Period 26, 2003.  This payment resolves any and all issues connected with the July 8, 1999 Letter of Agreement between the parties.

Section 5.   This Agreement will remain in effect for the life of the 2004 Collective Bargaining Agreement.
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
