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Evironmental Evaluation Forms, A, B, C, were prepared by FAA Eastern Region Airports Division and are intended to be used for proposed Airports projects in this region.   The Forms are based upon the guidance in Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Order 5050.4A, "Airport Environmental Handbook" or subsequent revisions, which incorporates the Council on Environmental Quality's (CEQ) regulations for implementing the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), as well as the US Department of Transportation environmental regulations (including FAA Order 1050.1D or subsequent revisions), and many other federal statutes and regulations designed to protect the Nation's natural, historic, cultural, and archeological resources. 





Form A is a Basic Categorical Exclusion (CATEX).  It is intended to be used when a proposed airport development action clearly would be CATEX from the requirement to conduct a formal environmental assessment (EA), and must meet the the conditions described in Form A Applicability section. 





Form B is a Documented Categorical Exclusion (documented CATEX).  It is intended to be used when the proposed airport development project is in an area that might be near specially protected environmental resources, sensitive populations, or special land uses, but would create no impacts to them.  Use of Form B requires that the sponsor clearly document that no impacts to such areas would occur, either directly or indirectly, as a result of the proposed project.  In order to use Form B, the proposed project must meet the conditions described in Form B “Applicability” Section.





Form C is a Short Environmental Assessment (Short EA).  It is intended to be used when a project cannot be categorically excluded (CATEX) from formal environmental assessment, but when the environmental impacts of the proposed project are expected to be insignificant and a detailed EA would not be appropriate.  It has been formatted to meet the regulatory requirements of an EA.  Proper completion of Form C would allow the FAA to support a Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI).
