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Letters of Correction (LOCs) are issued

to a certificate holder for 14 CFR Part

139 violations identified during an 

inspection by an Airport Certification Safety

Inspector (ACSI).  LOCs are used in

enforcement actions that are less severe in

nature and would not otherwise require 

some type of legal (civil penalty) action.  

This is just a friendly reminder that 

the LOC constitutes a binding legal 

document between the FAA and the 

airport operator regarding mutually 

agreed upon correction dates for each 

violation of Part 139 listed.  

We understand the internal and 

external factors which may result in the 

airport operator failing to correct items

listed on the LOC within the given time 

frame. When circumstances require an 

extension to the correction date, 

this request must be made in writing to 

your assigned ACSI. The request must

include a written explanation of why 

the item cannot be completed on time, 

as well as the approximate reasonable 

date for the violation to be corrected.  

Only written requests (via letter, fax, or email) will be given consideration.
