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This is our first Certbulletin for 2007.  It contains information and guidance about the Airport Certification Safety Program that may be useful to people with various interests in your organization.  Please try to distribute this Certbulletin to those persons.

Airport Safety Self-Inspection DVD
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A well implemented airport self-inspection program is key to airport safety.  While the FAA requires a self-inspection program be instituted at airports certificated under Part 139, the FAA recommends all airport operators develop and implement an airport self-inspection program.  Providing the right equipment and qualified personnel is essential to the success of the program.  Knowledgeable, well trained personnel will observe proper airfield access procedures, they will know precisely what to look for and finally, how to handle the safety issues discovered, including proper airmen notification procedures.
The FAA has recently published a DVD for airport operators to assist in training personnel responsible for airport self-inspection.

This DVD is intended to supplement your airport’s current training program as required under 14 CFR 139.327.  Methods and procedures for conducting airport self inspections can also be found in Advisory Circular 150/5200-18C, Airport Safety Self-Inspection.
