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This Cert-bulletin contains information and guidance about the Airport Certification Safety Program that may be useful to people with various interests in your organization.
Construction Safety Plans
Hazardous practices and marginal conditions created by construction activities can decrease or jeopardize operational safety on airports.  Discrepancy data from [image: image2.wmf]airport inspections, accidents and incidents continually point to safety-area encroachments, unauthorized/improper vehicle operations, and improper or poorly marked construction areas as the most prevalent issues. To minimize disruption of normal aircraft operations and to avoid situations that compromise the airport’s operational safety, the airport operator must carefully plan schedule, and coordinate construction activities.  
Advisory Circular 150/5370-2E, Operational Safety on Airports During Construction, dated January 17, 2003 provides guidance on general safety requirements and responsibilities, development of Safety Plans and the FAA’s safety standards and guidelines for marking, lighting and managing construction projects on airports.  
To underscore the importance of this issue, the FAA New England Regional Airports Division Office will be requiring that, starting in FY-08, any new construction grant incorporate a separate Stand-Alone Safety and Phasing Plan along with a Safety Plan Checklist signed by the airport sponsor. 
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In order to ensure a smooth transition to this future FY-08 grant requirement, the FAA New England Regional Airports Division highly recommends that all sponsors adopt the practice as early as possible and submit a stand-alone Safety Plan and corresponding Safety Plan Checklist for FY-07 construction projects.
