Runway Safety:  (V/PD) Vehicle/Pedestrian Deviations 
The FAA’s Runway Safety Program Vision:  To collaborate with the entire aviation community to achieve a safer runway environment, through targeted improvements to training, surface infrastructure, procedures and technology.

A runway Incursion is “any occurrence in the airport runway environment involving an aircraft, vehicle, person, or object on the ground that creates a collision hazard  or results in separation with an aircraft taking off, intending to take off, landing or intending to land.”  (Definition updated; See Cert Bulletin 08-03)
Recently we have seen a sharp rise in the number of V/PD’s in the New England region.  In an effort to curb this alarming development, we encourage all airport operators to make it a priority this month to review your ground vehicle operation procedures with your staff.  
FAA has released several documents that provide guidance in this area. Refer to Advisory Circular 150/5210-20 Ground Vehicle Operations on Airports and Cert-Alerts 03-07 Personnel and Equipment in the Runway Safety Area and 06-05 Stop Runway Incursions and Surface Incidents Now. This guidance is quite timely given the mowing and construction season is now upon us.  All airport operators should review airport communication procedures with all vehicle operators authorized to be on the movement areas.  Although these are not new, the information contained in the documents is still pertinent and relevant. 
Runway safety is a shared commitment. An alliance between the FAA and the aviation community at large is fundamental to success.  Many organizations and individuals have the ability to effect positive change.  Preventing incursions is the responsibility of everyone whose actions impact the safety of runway operations.  This responsibility extends beyond pilots, controllers and vehicle operators to encompass everyone who touches, or influences those who touch, the runway surface.
