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On February 10, 2004, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) issued a revision to the Federal airport certification regulation [14 CFR Part 139] which establishes certification requirements for airports serving scheduled air carrier operations in aircraft designed for more than nine (9) passenger seats but less than 31 passenger seats.  The revision also increases the requirements for airports serving scheduled air carrier operations in aircraft designed for more than 30 passenger seats.  The revision to FAR Part 139 was published in the Federal Register on February 10, 2004, and is scheduled to become effective June 9, 2004.  

These one-day FAR Part 139 workshops will cover the new procedures, policies and requirements certificated airports will be responsible for under the revised regulation, provide explanations and interpretations to clarify new regulatory requirements, and provide guidance on implementation and compliance timeframes. 

FAA Regional Airports Division personnel will be available for an interactive question and answer session following the presentation. The workshop will assist operators of certificated airports, airport directors and managers, airport operations staff, airport maintenance specialists and airport firefighters to carry out new airport certification program requirements and responsibilities.
