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As you are aware, the revised 14 CFR Part 139 regulation officially takes effect on June 9, 2004.  Each respective airport shall comply with its current FAA approved Airport Certification Manual (ACM) until a revision has been approved.  If you have any questions, please contact your Airport Certification Safety Inspector (ACSI) for guidance.

Class I airports must submit revised ACM, meeting the requirements of the revised regulation.





June 9, 2005


Class II, III and IV airports must submit an ACM, meeting the requirements of the revised regulation.





June 9, 2006


Class II, III and IV airports must submit an Airport Emergency Plan (AEP), meeting the requirements of the revised regulation.





June 9, 2007





Class III airports must provide airfield signs. 





Class II, III, & IV airports must implement Aircraft Rescue and Firefighting                 (ARFF) procedures, meeting the requirements of the revised regulation.
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
