Introduction

1.1.1

The Twelfth Meeting of the Reduced Vertical Separation Minimum Implementation Task Force (RVSM/TF/12) was hosted by the Directorate General of Air Communications (DGAC) of Indonesia and was held at the Discovery Kartika Plaza Hotel, Denpasar, Indonesia from 10 to 14 September 2001.

1.1.2

The Terms of Reference for the Task Force are contained in Appendix A.

1.2  
Attendance

1.2.1

The meeting was attended by 95 participants from Australia, Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, China, Hong Kong China, India, Indonesia, Malaysia, Philippines, Republic of Korea, Saudi Arabia, Singapore, Sri Lanka, Thailand, United States, Viet Nam, IATA, IFALPA and ARINC.  A complete list of participants is in Appendix C.

1.3

Officers and Secretariat

1.3.1

Ms. Leslie McCormick, Acting Deputy Manager ATS International Staff, Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), United States continued as Chairperson of the Task Force.  Mr. Hiroshi Inoguchi, Regional Officer, Air Traffic Management from the ICAO Asia and Pacific Office, Bangkok served as the Secretary for the meeting.

1.3.2

Mr. Roy Grimes, National Resource Specialist for CNS, FAA, United States continued as Chairperson of the Aircraft Operations & Airworthiness Work Group (OPS/AIR/WG).  Mr. Sydney Maniam, Senior ATC Manager (Standards), Civil Aviation Authority of Singapore continued as Chairperson of the ATC Operations Work Group (ATC/WG) and Mr. Brian Colamosca, Manager, NAS & International Airspace Analysis Branch, FAA, Technical Center, United States continued as Chairperson of the Safety & Airspace Monitoring Work Group (SAM/WG).

1.4

Opening of the Meeting

1.4.1

Mr. Soenaryo Yosopratomo, Director General of DGAC Indonesia, on behalf of Mr. Agum Gumelar, M. Sc., the Minister of Communications, opened the meeting.  He mentioned that introduction of RVSM would improve the effectiveness and efficiency of use of airspace and is expected to solve traffic congestion problems in this region where high increase of traffic demand has been forecasted.
1.5

Documentation and Working Language

1.5.1

The working language of the meeting as well as all documentation was in English.

1.5.2

Fifteen Working Papers and twenty-nine Information Papers were presented to the meeting.  A list of papers is included at Appendix D.

Agenda Item 1:
Adoption of Agenda

1.1

The meeting reviewed the provisional agenda presented by the Chairperson and adopted it as the agenda for the meeting.  This agenda is at Appendix E to the Report.

Agenda Item 2:
Operational Considerations

Operational Implementation Plan

2.1
The meeting reviewed the preparations made by States to implement RVSM in the Western Pacific/South China Sea area.  States concerned reported their readiness to implement RVSM.  RVSM would be implemented in the FIRs in the Western Pacific/South China Sea area on 21 February 2002, except the Sanya area of responsibility (AOR) and Hong Kong FIR.  China would implement RVSM on N892 (within the oceanic airspace of the Sanya AOR) on 21 February 2002.  RVSM would be implemented in the rest of the oceanic airspace of the Sanya AOR, and in the Hong Kong FIR, except for A202, on 31 October 2002.

2.2
Thailand and Viet Nam agreed to defer the implementation of RVSM on A1/P901 and A202 to 31 October 2002, to coincide with the implementation of RVSM in the Sanya AOR and Hong Kong FIR.  The meeting recognized that the deferment was necessary as there was no confirmation by Lao PDR on the implementation of RVSM in the Vientiane FIR on 21 February 2002.  The meeting requested ICAO to coordinate with Lao PDR to ascertain the planned date for the implementation of RVSM.

2.3
The meeting finalized the operational plan for the implementation of RVSM in the Western Pacific/South China Sea area as shown in Table 2.1 of Appendix F to the Report.
Assignment of RVSM Levels

2.4
The meeting agreed that RVSM-approved aircraft operating on the six major RNAV routes (viz L642, M771, N892, L625, N884 and M767) would be assigned FL320, FL340, FL360 and FL380.  RVSM-approved aircraft operating on routes that cross the six major routes would be assigned the eastbound levels FL330, FL370 and FL410 or westbound levels FL310, FL350 and FL390 accordingly.

Transition Procedures

2.5
In view of the implementation of RVSM in the oceanic airspace of the Sanya AOR, Viet Nam presented the proposed procedures to facilitate the transition of aircraft operating between the Ho Chi Minh FIR and Sanya AOR from RVSM to and from conventional vertical separation minimum (CVSM).  The transition of traffic on L642 would be effected within the Ho Chi Minh FIR between EXOTO and a point 30 NM southwest of EXOTO.  The transition of traffic on M771 would be effected within the Ho Chi Minh FIR between DAMEL and DALBA.  The meeting adopted the proposed transition procedures which would be promulgated by China and Viet Nam in their respective AIP Supplements.

2.6

The meeting expressed appreciation to China and Viet Nam for their co-ordinated efforts to achieve smooth transition between the Ho Chi Minh FIR and Sanya AOR.

Phraseologies for RVSM Operations

2.7
The meeting finalized the radiotelephony phraseologies that would be used for RVSM operations.  The phraseologies would be included in the AIP Supplement (Attachment B) at Appendix G on the implementation of RVSM in the Western Pacific/South China Sea area.  The Chairperson of OPS/AIR/WG would pursue the issue of CPDLC message sets with the FANS Interoperability Team (FIT).

Suspension of RVSM Operations

2.8
The meeting finalized the principles for the suspension of RVSM operations.  The FIR involved should provide notice of the suspension of RVSM operations to the adjacent FIR(s) as soon as possible.  In the assignment of levels, aircraft operating on the six major RNAV routes (viz L642, M771, N892, L625, N884 and M767) would have priority.  Aircraft operating on routes that cross the six major routes would be assigned levels, subject to coordination with the affected FIRs.  These procedures were added to the sample AIP Supplement (Section 14.0) at Appendix G.

Training

2.9
The meeting reviewed the training that would be necessary to prepare air traffic controllers for the introduction of RVSM.  The meeting agreed that the training programme should focus on the following:

(a) application of RVSM;
(b) coordination between en-route sectors;
(c) coordination with adjacent ACCs;
(d) transition from RVSM to CVSM levels (and vice versa);
(e) transit of non-RVSM approved aircraft within RVSM airspace;
(f) application of contingency procedures; and
(g) suspension of RVSM operations.
2.10

States were encouraged to exchange training materials and invite neighboring States to their training programmes where appropriate.

AIP Supplement
2.11
The meeting finalized the AIP Supplement to provide operators with information on the procedures for RVSM operations.  The meeting agreed that States concerned should publish the AIP Supplement no later than 4 October 2001. This sample AIP Supplement is at Appendix G to the Report. China and Hong Kong, China would publish the AIC in January 2002, to provide operators with advance information on the implementation of RVSM in the Hong Kong FIR and Sanya AOR.
Supplementary Letters of Agreement (SLOA)

2.12
The meeting reviewed the items that should be included in the SLOAs to facilitate the implementation of RVSM.  States agreed that the SLOAs should contain the phraseologies for RVSM operations, ATC coordination procedures between adjacent ACCs, transition procedures (where applicable), procedures for the suspension of RVSM operations and the approval process for the transit of non-RVSM approved aircraft within RVSM airspace.  States concerned agreed to finalize the draft SLOAs by 30 November 2001 and forward them to the Chairperson of ATC/WG for compilation.  The SLOAs would be signed by States at the next meeting which would be held in Singapore in January 2002.

ICAO Regional Supplementary Procedures (Doc 7030)

2.13
The meeting noted that the amendments to the ICAO Regional Supplementary Procedures-Doc 7030 (APAC-S 006-MID/ASIA/PAC-RAC) had been submitted to ICAO HQ for approval, to facilitate the implementation of RVSM in the Western Pacific/South China Sea area on 21 February 2002.

Extension of RVSM over the Bay of Bengal and beyond

2.14
The meeting noted that the APANPIRG/12 meeting had urged States in the Bay of Bengal (and beyond) to implement RVSM in conjunction with the Middle East Region on 27 November 2003, in order to realize the end-to-end seamless RVSM operations between Asia, the Middle East and Europe.  As most States that would be involved in the extension of RVSM over the Bay of Bengal (and beyond) were not present, the meeting requested ICAO to urge the States concerned to attend the next ICAO RVSM Task Force meeting.  This would enable the Task Force to progress the extension of RVSM for traffic flows from Asia to Europe (south of the Himalayas).  The operational plan for the implementation of RVSM in this area is in Table 2.2 of Appendix F.

Agenda Item 3:
Issues Relating to Airworthiness and Operation of Aircraft

RVSM Web Site Content

3.1

The meeting reviewed the Web Site Content document (IP/21) to provide the participants with a better understanding of the airworthiness and aircraft operations material available to States and operators.  The Web Site Content document listed the published information available on the RVSM web site that is maintained by the FAA for the Task Force.  The meeting agreed that the members would review the documents on the web site and provide the OPS/AIR/WG Chairperson with recommended changes.  The web site address is: www.faa.gov/ats/ato/rvsm1.htm.

3.2

ACTION: The OPS/AIR/WG agreed that a separate Western Pacific/South China Sea section should be established on the RVSM web site under “RVSM Documentation” containing:
· Sample AIP Operational Policy/Procedures;
· Contacts for aircraft/operator approval;
· List of documents related to aircraft/operator approval.
In addition, the group recognized that there will be further exploration of the plan for establishing a web site that could be maintained in the region by a regional organization.



Phraseology Related to RVSM Operations
3.3

The meeting reviewed the phraseology contained in WP/6 and added the content to the draft AIP Supplement at Appendix G.  The Chairperson will follow-up with the FANS Interoperability Team (FIT) with respect to CPDLC message sets.


ICAO Regional Supplementary Procedures (Doc 7030)

3.4

The OPS/AIR/WG Chairperson will follow-up on the development of the Doc 7030; updating the weather deviation and contingency procedures.



Strategic Lateral Offsets

3.5

It was advised that the APANPIRG/12 meeting had addressed issues relating to the implementation of lateral offsets in oceanic and remote area airspace, and decided that the ATS/AIS SAR Sub-Group should develop lateral offset procedures for application in the Asia/Pacific Region and in co-ordination with other regional planning groups and bodies concerned develop global offset procedures.

3.6

The meeting reviewed the draft Random Strategic Lateral Offset Procedures developed for North Atlantic operations.  The procedures are contained in Appendix H.
3.7

The open issues are:
i) greater allowance for increments of offsets up to 2 NM right (e.g. 0.7 NM, 1.3 NM);
ii) safety analysis for application in 50 NM environment;
iii) point of application and removal of offsets; and

iv) incorporate the existing tactical offset procedure as listed in paragraph 9.2 (b) of the sample AIP Supplement at Appendix G.
3.8

ACTION: The OPS/AIR/WG Chairperson will:
i)
coordinate between meetings with Pacific and Atlantic regional groups; and
ii)
develop a publication date for Western Pacific/South China Sea.



Aeronautical Charts
3.9

The Chairperson will notify Jeppesen of Western Pacific/South China Sea plans.

Agenda Item 4:

Safety and Airspace Monitoring Considerations

An Update to the Readiness Assessment for the Implementation of RVSM in the Western Pacific/South China Sea

4.1

The meeting considered WP/7 and WP/13 under this topic.  The APARMO reported that it had used the sample of Western Pacific/South China Sea traffic movements in conjunction with its updated database of State RVSM approvals to carry out this assessment.  The summary results of the assessment indicated 60.85 percent of the flights in the sample being conducted by operators and aircraft with full State RVSM approval.  The meeting recalled that RVSM/TF/11-WP/8 estimated operator readiness to be 57 percent. In WP/13, IATA informed the meeting that a recent survey of its members indicated that over 90 percent of Western Pacific/South China Sea operations would have State RVSM approval prior to the planned February 2002 implementation. The meeting noted this forecast with satisfaction and again emphasized that operators should obtain timely State RVSM approval of aircraft planned for use in Western Pacific/South China Sea airspace where the RVSM will be applied in order to prevent delaying introduction of the reduced separation standard.

Need for Additional Traffic Sample Following the ATS Restructure in the South China Sea

4.2

The meeting considered WP/12 under this topic.  The meeting confirmed that Western Pacific/South China Sea ATS providers should collect and provide to the APARMO a sample of traffic movement data for the period 15 November to 15 December 2001.  It was noted that such data should reflect the planned restructure of South China Sea ATS routes.  The meeting agreed that the traffic movement sample should be received by the APARMO no later than 31 December 2001 in order to ensure that the information will support the safety and readiness assessments to be completed for the next meeting.  The data collection template to be used is at Appendix I.

Progress of the RVSM Safety Assessment Process

4.3

The meeting reviewed WP/8, IP/4, IP/5, IP/6, IP/10 and IP/11 under this topic.  The meeting also reviewed the contents of the Asia-Pacific RVSM Guidance Material, Appendix B to aid its deliberations.

4.3.1

The meeting examined IP/10 which presents an estimate of the percentage of operations conducted by aircraft with the Global Navigation Satellite System (GNSS) as the likely primary means of navigation.  It was noted that, based on several sources of information describing the navigational systems of aircraft accounting roughly 90 percent of the operations in an October - November 2000 sample of Western Pacific/South China Sea traffic movements, this estimate is 41.63 percent.  It was agreed that this estimate satisfied a requirement for such information contained in paragraph 4.1.1 of the Report of RVSM/TF/11.  It was further agreed that the APARMO should use this estimate in developing values for the probability of lateral overlap and relative cross-track speed, two important collision risk model parameters 

4.3.2

The meeting reviewed estimates of the average size of aircraft accounting for 90 percent of the operations in the October – November 2000 sample of traffic movements from the Western Pacific/South China Sea.  The meeting confirmed that these results satisfied a requirement for such information stated in the Report of RVSM/TF/11, paragraph 4.1.1, and agreed that the APARMO should use the values of average aircraft length, wingspan and height presented in IP/11 in conducting the safety assessment to be presented at the next meeting.

4.3.3

The meeting examined information about the occurrence of larger altimetry system error (ASE) and total vertical error (TVE) observed in North Atlantic and Pacific monitoring as presented in IP/4.  It was recalled that the height-keeping performance of an aircraft is judged non-compliant with RVSM requirements if an estimate of ASE or TVE from a height monitoring unit (HMU) or the GPS-based Monitoring System (GMS) is 300 feet or greater in magnitude.  It was also recalled that such performance is identified as aberrant if an HMU or GMS estimate of TVE is 170 feet or greater in magnitude or if an ASE estimate is at least as large as 160 feet in magnitude.  The compilation of experience presented in IP/4 indicates that roughly 2 percent of the State-RVSM-approved airframes monitored in the North Atlantic and in the Pacific have been seen to exhibit aberrant performance during at least one flight.  This experience also was seen to identify six airframes with non-compliant ASE from North Atlantic monitoring results and none from monitoring done in connection with Pacific RVSM implementation.

4.3.4

The meeting reviewed the results of reporting large height deviations to the APARMO.  It was noted that, during the period September 2000 through August 2001, the APARMO received regular monthly reports about the occurrence of such events from the ATS providers in several Western Pacific/South China Sea FIRs.  However, it was observed that reporting was less reliable from some others.  It was noted that two reports of large height deviations were received, accounting for 5 minutes of flying time spent at the wrong flight level.   It was further noted that this information resulted in an estimate of 3.21x10-8 as the proportion of annual flying time spent at wrong flight levels.

4.3.5

The meeting again confirmed the need for regular reporting of large height deviations and directed that the APARMO coordinate with the Chairperson of ATC/WG with the intent of improving the regularity of the reporting process among all ATS providers.  In making this confirmation, the meeting added that a monthly report stating that no large height deviations had been observed was as useful in supporting safety assessment and safety oversight as a report containing instances of large height deviations.  In this regard, States were urged to provide required information to the APARMO using the large altitude deviation report format at Appendix J to the Report.  The meeting further directed that the APARMO intensify its efforts to obtain such reports from operators and flight crews using the Western Pacific/South China Sea airspace where the RVSM will be applied.

4.3.6

The meeting reviewed the overview of the RVSM safety assessment process presented in IP/6, noting that the APARMO intended to use an internationally agreed form of the collision risk model to account for the risk between pairs of aircraft at adjacent flight levels on intersecting routes.  It was further noted that, based on work completed since RVSM/TF/11, it was now possible to entertain values for several important risk model parameters.

4.3.7

The meeting considered a preview of the safety assessment for the Western Pacific/South China Sea presented in WP/8.  The preview of the safety assessment indicated that the vertical collision risk estimate, or the expected number of fatal accidents per flight hour due to loss of vertical separation traceable to all causes, was 3.04 x 10-9.   The meeting observed that this preview did not account for the forthcoming ATS route re-structure, noting that the planned changes in flight level use under the new structure could prove beneficial in reducing collision risk when compared to the present route system.

Height-Keeping Performance Monitoring

4.4

The meeting considered IP/8 under this topic.  This information paper presented the results of estimating the number of airframes requiring GMS monitoring.  The estimate of 171 airframes was expected to require GPS Monitoring Unit application services at a cost of $513,000.

Safety Oversight Function of the APARMO

4.5

The meeting considered WP/11, IP/2 and IP/9 under this topic.

4.5.1

The meeting reviewed the contents of WP/11 which presented a comprehensive assessment of the State approval status of operators and aircraft using Asia/Pacific airspace where RVSM is applied based on an April – May 2001 traffic sample.  This assessment identified a number of operators and aircraft whose State approval status requires further review and confirmation.  The meeting agreed that the APARMO should identify operators and aircraft with such status to the appropriate civil aviation authorities (CAAs) for their investigation.  The meeting further agreed that the CAAs should be requested to provide summaries of the results of their investigations to the APARMO for compilation and presentation to the next meeting of the ATS/AIS/SAR Sub-Group of the APANPIRG.  In this connection, it was noted that the APANPIRG/12 meeting urged States to co-operate with the APARMO to investigate RVSM approval status of operators and aircraft with the aim of resolving problems of RVSM non-compliant operations.

4.5.2

The meeting noted the resources and costs associated with provision of the APARMO services by the U.S., FAA.  It was observed that these services required significantly more staffing when supporting the program to introduce the RVSM into an airspace than when sustaining a safety oversight function after implementation.

4.5.3

The meeting reviewed the progress to date in developing an Asia Pacific RVSM long-term monitoring policy contained in IP/9.   It was observed that the paper presented information on the State-approved operators, aircraft types and airframes using Pacific airspace where the RVSM is applied, including details on the airframes that have been monitored.  It was also observed that the paper proposed several monitoring policies.  However, it was seen that the selection of a policy for further refinement and implementation is not possible until resolution of recently identified uncertainty regarding ASE stability presented at the first working group meeting of ICAO’s Separation and Airspace Safety Panel (SASP).  The meeting directed that the APARMO work with other regional monitoring agencies in a joint effort to resolve uncertainties about ASE stability, emphasizing again the need for development of a policy for the long-term monitoring of height-keeping performance in the Asia/Pacific Region.

RVSM Information Campaign for Western Pacific/South China Sea Airspace

4.6

The meeting considered IP/7 under this topic.  It was noted that activities were well underway to support the implementation of RVSM in Western Pacific/South China Sea area.  The meeting expressed its approval and appreciation for these efforts which were seen to consist of four elements: seminars, web pages, documentation, and direct communication with States, ATS providers and operators.
Agenda Item 5:
Implementation Management Considerations



Task Force Work Groups

5.1

The meeting continued with the decision that in order to accomplish the tasks in the action plan, the Task Force should be divided into smaller Work Groups.  The following Work Groups continued their work:

a) Safety & Airspace Monitoring;

b) ATC Operations; and

c) Aircraft Operations & Airworthiness.

5.2

The terms of reference of the Work Groups were reviewed and are at Appendix B to the Report, and the discussion from these Groups is contained under Agenda Items 2, 3 and 4.

Review of the Preparations for RVSM Implementation

5.3

Reviews of the progress in preparation for RVSM implementation were provided by Australia, Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, Malaysia, Myanmar, Pakistan, Singapore, Sri Lanka, Thailand and Viet Nam.  These reports were further taken into account during the work of the ATC/WG.
RVSM Task Force Leadership Transition

5.4
The meeting recalled that the FAA would continue to provide full support to the Task Force until February 2002; however, in order to meet other commitments after that date, the FAA would no longer be able to provide the level of support to the Asia/Pacific RVSM Task Force that it has in the past.  This would also include the services associated with the APARMO.  The current FAA Chairpersons and the current APARMO would be available to work closely with the new Chairpersons/Monitoring Organization during the next two meetings in order to provide a smooth transition.

5.5

The meeting was therefore requested to identify a new Task Force Chairperson, new Chairpersons for the Work Groups as appropriate, and a new organization to provide the services associated with the APARMO as quickly as possible to allow for an adequate transition period with the current Chairpersons.

5.6

The Civil Aviation Authority of Singapore nominated Mr. Sydney Maniam to serve as the new Task Force Chairperson effective in February 2002.

5.7

Aeronautical Radio of Thailand (AEROTHAI), on behalf of the Department of Aviation of Thailand, expressed their willingness to assist ICAO in the continuation of the safety assessment program and all functions associated with the APARMO for the Asia Region before and after implementation of RVSM on a cost-recovery basis.  The expenses incurred to airlines would be purely AEROTHAI’s operating expenses.  Necessary infrastructure for aircraft height monitoring, safety assessment and database maintenance were expected to be in place by November 2001.  AEROTHAI and the FAA will work closely to establish a transition plan for the transfer of responsibilities to AEROTHAI, and will report at the next meeting.  The future role of the monitoring agency for RVSM operations would be reviewed by the APANPIRG’s new Task Force, Airspace Safety Monitoring Task Force, to develop a structure for a regional system performance monitoring organization.  Mr. Nopadol Sangngurn agreed to serve as the Chairperson of SAM/WG effective in February 2002.

5.8

Discussions took place between the Chairperson, the ICAO Secretary and Work Group Chairpersons with other representatives interested in taking over as Chairpersons for the ATC/WG and OPS/AIR/WG.  Transition arrangements will be finalized at the next meeting.

Report on Matters Arising from ATS/AIS/SAR/SG/11 and APANPIRG/12

5.9

The meeting reviewed the summary of discussions at ATS/AIS/SAR/SG/11 and APANPIRG/12 meetings on issues related to RVSM implementation and the work of the RVSM Task Force.

Closing of the Meeting
9.1

Having observed the deliberate and co-ordinated acts of terrorism committed on the United States involving civil aviation on 11 September, the meeting expressed deepest sympathy and most sincere condolences to the families of the victims.  As a mark of respect, al the participants observed one minute of silence.

9.2

In officially closing the meeting, Mr. I.
