On January 12, 2004, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) published a final rule, “Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Programs for Personnel Engaged in Specified Aviation Activities” in the Federal Register.   Please see the final rule section under this web page (www.faa.gov/avr/aam/adap/index.cfm) for a complete copy of final rule.

One of the major changes in the final rule is elimination of the review and approval process for antidrug plans and alcohol misuse prevention program certification statements.  Effective February 11, 2004, the final rule requires new and existing companies to have or obtain an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification or register with the FAA as specified below.  

All previous FAA-approved plans and alcohol misuse prevention program certification statements will be rescinded with the issuance of an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification or registration (as applicable by type of entity) to the company.  If you are a certificate holder you must have or obtain your Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification by February 11, 2004.  If you already have an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification, you do not need to submit.  If you are a non-certificated company you must register by March 12, 2004.  

Obtaining an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program 

I.  Existing Companies with Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Programs.

Use the following chart to determine whether your existing company must have or obtain an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification or whether you must register with the FAA.  (Please note, if you are a part 121 or 135 certificate holder that already has an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification, you do not need to obtain another):

	1. Part 121 or 135 certificate holder…
	Have or obtain an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification by contacting your FAA Principal Operations Inspector by February 11, 2004.

	2.  Sightseeing operator as defined in §135.1(c) 
	Register with the FAA, Office of Aerospace Medicine, Drug Abatement Division (AAM-810), 800 Independence Ave., SW, Washington, DC 20591 by March 12, 2004

	3.  Air traffic control facility not operated by the FAA or by or under contract to the U.S. Military…
	Register with the FAA, Office of Aerospace Medicine, Drug Abatement Division (AAM-810), 800 Independence Ave., SW, Washington, DC 20591 by March 12, 2004. 


	If you are an existing…
	You must…

	4.  Part 145 certificate holder who has your own antidrug and alcohol misuse prevention programs...
	Obtain an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification by contacting your Principal Maintenance Inspector February 11, 2004.

	5.  Contractor who has your own antidrug and alcohol misuse prevention programs...
	Register with the FAA, Office of Aerospace Medicine, Drug Abatement Division (AAM-810), 800 Independence Ave., SW, Washington, DC 20591 by March 12, 2004


II.  New Companies Obtaining an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program.
A.  Companies required by regulation to implement a program.  

Use the following schedule for implementing an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program for new companies.  Use it to determine whether you need to have an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification, or whether you need to register with the FAA.  Your employees who perform safety-sensitive duties must be tested in accordance with 14 CFR part 121, appendices I and J.

	If you…
	You must…

	1.  Apply for a part 121 certificate or apply for a part 135 certificate…


	a. Obtain an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification,

b. Implement FAA Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Programs no later than the date you start operations, and use only contract employees to perform safety-sensitive functions who are covered by FAA Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Programs for the entire period they perform safety-sensitive work.

	2.  Intend to begin sightseeing operations as defined in §135.1(c) ...
	a. Register with the FAA, Office of Aerospace Medicine, Drug Abatement Division (AAM-810), 800 Independence Ave., SW, Washington, DC 20591 prior to starting operations,

b. Implement an FAA Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program no later than the date you start operations, and use only contract employees to perform safety-sensitive functions who are covered by an FAA Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program for the entire period they perform safety-sensitive work.


	If you…
	You must…

	3.  Intend to begin air traffic control operations (at an air traffic control facility not operated by the FAA or by or under contract to the U.S. military)...
	a. Register with the FAA, Office of Aerospace Medicine, Drug Abatement Division (AAM-810), 800 Independence Ave., SW, Washington, DC 20591, 

b. Implement an FAA Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program no later than the date you start operations, and use only contract air traffic controllers to perform safety‑sensitive functions who are covered by an FAA Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program for the entire period they perform safety-sensitive work.




B.  Companies opting to implement programs. 

1.  If you are an individual or company who intends to provide safety-sensitive services by contract to a part 121 or 135 certificate holder, a sightseeing operation as defined in §135.1(c), or an air traffic control facility not operated by the FAA or by or under contract to the U.S. military, use the chart in paragraph B.2 of this section to determine what you must do if you opt to have your own Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program.   

2.  Employees who perform safety-sensitive functions for a part 121 or 135 certificate holder, a sightseeing operator as defined in §135.1(c), or an air traffic control facility not operated by the FAA or by or under contract to the U.S. military, must be tested in accordance with 14 CFR part 121, appendices I and J.  The following chart explains what you must do if you opt to have your own Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program:

	a.  Are a part 145 certificate holder…


	i.  Obtain an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification,

ii. Implement an FAA Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program no later than the date you start performing safety-sensitive functions for a part 121 or 135 certificate holder or sightseeing operator as defined in §135.1(c), and

iii.  Meet the requirements of 14 CFR part 121, appendices I and J. 




	If you…
	You must…

	b.  Are a contractor (for example: a security company, a non-certificated repair station, a temporary employment service company or any other individual or company that provides safety-sensitive services)…
	i.  Register with the FAA, Office of Aerospace Medicine, Drug Abatement Division (AAM-810), 800 Independence Ave., SW, Washington, DC 20591, 

ii.  Implement an FAA Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program no later than the date you start performing safety-sensitive functions for a part 121 or 135 certificate holder, sightseeing operator as defined in §135.1(c), or an air traffic control facility not operated by the FAA or by or under contract to the U.S. military, and

iii.  Meet the requirements of 14 CFR part 121, appendices I and J.




III. Where to Submit Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specifications or Registrations.

A.  If you are an existing or new company required or opting to obtain an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification, you must contact your Principal Operations Inspector or Principal Maintenance Inspector to process your Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification.   The Drug Abatement Division cannot accept or process your Operations Specification.

The following information must be provided to your FAA Principal Operations Inspector or Principal Maintenance Inspector: 

a.  Company name

b.  Certificate number

c.  Telephone number

d.  Address where your Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Programs records  

       are kept.

e.  Whether you have 50 or more safety-sensitive employees, or 49 or fewer 

safety-sensitive employees.  (Part 121 certificate holders are not required to provide this information.)

You must certify on your Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification issued by your FAA Principal Operations Inspector or Principal Maintenance Inspector that you will comply with 14 CFR part 121, appendices I and J and 49 CFR part 40.  

Your Operations Specification will cover your Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Programs.  

Any amendments to your Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification must be made through your Principal Operations Inspector or Principal Maintenance Inspector.  
B.  If you are an existing or new company required or opting to register for an Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program, your registration must be submitted to the FAA

Drug Abatement Division.  The FAA Principal Operations Inspector or Principal Maintenance Inspector cannot accept or process your registration.

The following information must be included in your registration:


a.   Company name (including any other names you “do business as”(dba’s))

b.   Company address

c.  Telephone number

d. Address where your Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program records are kept.

e. Name of the type of safety-sensitive functions you perform for an employer (such as flight instruction duties, aircraft dispatcher duties, maintenance or preventive maintenance duties, ground security coordinator duties, aviation screening duties, air traffic control duties) 

f. Indicate whether you have 50 or more safety-sensitive employees, or 49 or fewer safety-sensitive employees.

You must certify your Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Registration by stating that: your company will comply with appendices I and J of 14 CFR part 121, and 49 CFR part 40; and if you are a contractor, you intend to provide safety-sensitive functions by contract to a part 121 or part 135 certificate holder, a sightseeing operator as defined by §135.1(c), or an air traffic control facility not operated by the FAA or by or under contract to the U.S. military.  

The registration must be signed by an authorized official.  Consortia, third party administrators, or other service agents must not sign the registration certification statement on behalf of the company.

Any amendments to your Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Registration must be made through the Drug Abatement Division.

IV.  Miscellaneous Reminders

A.  Effective February 11, 2004, the FAA Drug Abatement Division will no longer:
1.  Assign plan identification numbers.  Companies with Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specifications will be identified by their operating certificate numbers.  Companies that register will be assigned a unique identification number by the Drug Abatement Division;

2.  Approve Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Programs; or,

3.  Accept medical review officer, laboratory, program manager/designated employer representative, or other amendments that are not specifically required by the Antidrug and Alcohol Misuse Prevention Program Operations Specification or registration.  

B.  The FAA Drug Abatement Division has not approved consortium programs since August 2001.  

Companies may use consortia, third party administrators, or other service agents to assist them in implementing their programs.  The ultimate responsibility for compliance remains with the company.
