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A. Task ChaptersEach chapter in Volumes 2 and 3

represents a separate task that can be accomplished by an

ASI. Tasks were initially identified from the 1985 Job
Task Analysis and are revised as ASl/principal inspector
responsibilities, regulations, and the safety needs of the
aviation community change. Each chapter, except for
introductory chapters, is divided into two sections, Back-
ground and Procedures.

(1) Section 1, Backgroundrhis section contains
material that explains why the task is done, any historical
considerations, and provides current FAA policy. Section
1, will usually consist of the following format:

(a) Paragraph 1, “PTRS Codes"This
paragraph will always give the PTRS codes (when
applicable) for that task for each involved Airworthiness
specialty and the Cabin Safety Specialist, when applicable.

(b) Paragraph 3, “Objectives” This
graph will state the general objective of that particular
task. This can include the specific FAR Part(s) that the
chapter applies to, the specific regulatory basis for the
chapter, and a brief explanation of the ASI’s role.

NOTE: If any particular task has definitions of

terms not found in other sections of the Federal
Aviation Regulations, the definitions will be
included in Paragraph 7, “Definitions.”

(2) Section 2, ProceduresSection 2, will usually
consist of the following format:

(a) Paragraph 1, “Prerequisites and Cored-
nation Requirements”This paragraph is broken down
into two subparagraphs, “A” and “B.” These subpara-
graphs will consist of the following information:

* Subparagraph A, “References,” gives a list pf
materials that assist the ASI in
performing that chapter’s task. This cg

» Subparagraph B, “Forms,” gives a list of tHe
specific FAA/DOT forms that the ASI will
require in order to perform the task

e Subparagraph C, “Job Aids,” gives a list ¢f
the “Figures” that are provided at the end pf
the chapter. These “Figures” can in-cludeja
list of guidelines, examples of official formg
or can be an unofficial form that can
copied and used to fill a need not covered
an official form. An ex-ample is the Five Da
Grounding job aid found in Vol. 3, Ch. 6.

(c) Paragraph 5, “Procedures™: This paragraph
contains the step-by-step outline of how to perform te
task. All steps in the task are included, however, sq
steps may refer the ASI to another task/chapter. When
occurs, the referenced task must be performed beforg
suming the procedures in the original task.
