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1.  PURPOSE.  This bulletin cancels and replaces HBAT 98-23.  It is provided to inform principal operations inspectors (POI) that the list of areas and/or countries considered to be sensitive areas has been revised, and is included in paragraph 3.A of this bulletin.  Yugoslavia (Serbia-Montenegro) has been added to the list.  A sample form listing the information required to obtain authorization to add any of the areas listed to an air carriers operations specifications (OpSpec) is also provided in this bulletin.





2.  BACKGROUND.  Operations by U.S. operators within the territorial airspace of certain countries have high international sensitivity.  Operations within these countries are usually restricted by international agreements and sanctions.





3.  ACTION.





  A.  Principal operations inspectors shall inform their assigned air carriers that the following areas and/or countries are considered to be sensitive areas. Additionally, operations specifications should be revised to reflect the current status of approved areas of operations:
