1.  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this bulletin is to advise the Flight Standards community of the distribution to each District Office of a video tape made by the National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) Lewis Research Center, Icing Research Branch.  This tape incorporates results of the NASA/Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Tailplane Icing Program.





2.  DISCUSSION.





  A.  Flight Standards believes that although the FAA has provided valuable and accurate information in the area of tailplane icing, including sponsorship of three International Conferences since 1991, further emphasis needs to be placed on this phenomenon.  Flight Standards further believes that the information on this video tape should be conveyed to all local aviation interests.





  B.  It is important to note in follow-on discussions of the video tape, that clear distinctions should be made between the characteristics of wing stall as opposed to tailplane stall.  It should also be stressed that the recovery techniques shown in the video tape should be considered generic in nature, and may vary with a specific type of airplane.  Nevertheless, the knowledge gained from viewing the video tape as illustrated by NASA Lewis would be of great value to the aviation community and should be encouraged.

















3.  ACTION.





  A.  Since a copy of this tape is being distributed to all District Offices, operations inspectors are encouraged to review the information contained in video tape.





  B.  Principal operations inspectors should inform their assigned certificate holders of the availability of the video tape and the information contained therein. At the present time, it is recommended that this tape and the information on the video tape be used for information purposes only and not as a part of pilot ground school training programs for air carriers or general aviation pilot training.





NOTE:  Under NO circumstances should any information program include in-flight demonstrations of tailplane stall or the recommended recovery techniques.
