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APPENDIX 4.

FLIGHT STANDARDS INFORMATION BULLETINS FOR AIR TRANSPORTATION (FSAT)

A Flight Standards Information Bulletin that is associated with Air Transportation (Operations) issues is designated as an (FSAT).  FSATs focus on issues that may require immediate action, special emphasis programs, or concerns that are time critical or temporary.  Each FSAT is numbered by calendar year and a sequential number.  For example, FSAT 99-01, FSAT 99-02, etc.

The intent of the FSAT is to provide the Flight Standards Service a means to quickly disseminate information to the Flight Standards Community.  It is not intended to replace the handbook bulletin (HBAT), however it may be incorporated or retained into handbook material at a later date.  Normally, each FSAT will include an expiration date, which is usually one year from the date of issuance.  However, FSATs may be extended beyond their normal expiration date as needed.

The current FSATs shall be retained in Appendix (4) of the Air Transportation Operations Inspector's Handbook (8400.10).  This index is now arranged into two sections.  Section I reflects current FSATs.  Section II reflects those FSATs that contain information and guidance, but have exceeded their assigned expiration date or any extension.  Section II is arranged by subject matter and only contains the FSATs number and title.  Inspectors may retain Section II FSATs as they deem appropriate.  Section II FSATs should be considered current guidance and policy documents that are considered “best practice and information” until replaced by other information.
