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1.  SUBJECT.  This bulletin provides information concerning the continuing responsibility of Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Aviation Safety Inspectors (ASI) to ensure that critical safety issue subject matters under the Administrator’s Safer Skies Agenda and Back to Basics Safety Program are adequately addressed in all pilot training curricula.  Increased surveillance/oversight by ASI's are necessary to ensure that critical aviation safety issue subject matters selected for periodic emphasis by FAA are properly integrated into all general aviation pilot training curricula.  The safety issue subject matters emphasized by this bulletin include the following:


A.  Weather


B.  Controlled Flight Into Terrain (CFIT)


C.  Runway Incursions


D.  Land and Hold Short Operations (LAHSO)


2.  BACKGROUND.  Recently, FAA Flight Standards Service (AFS) identified a critical need to provide pilots, flight and ground instructors, pilot schools, other aviation educational institutions, and operators in the aviation industry, detailed information concerning the need for increased knowledge and awareness of the safety impact of the above issues on general aviation operations.  Special emphasis is being given to these issues in the development of revisions to:  existing advisory circular materials, the Aeronautical Information Manual, Air Traffic Control guidance, Operation Specifications, and other FAA safety related publications.  This bulletin is designed to draw attention to the need to integrate relevant materials, related to these critical safety issue subjects, into pilot training curricula in use under Title 14 Code of Federal Regulations (14 CFR) parts 61, 141, and 142 in routine general aviation training operations.


3.  DISCUSSION.  Upon publication of this bulletin, Flight Standards District Office (FSDO) managers will place added emphasis upon the need for ASI to be familiar with the broad spectrum of safety related materials developed for public dissemination under the FAA’s Safer Skies Agenda and Back to Basics Safety Program.  Information packets of educational materials designed specifically for these critical safety issue subject matters and other safety related materials are under development and will be made available from FAA FSDO Safety Program Managers.  These materials can be obtained by pilots, flight and ground instructors, pilot schools, fixed-base operators, other aviation groups, and individuals in the general aviation industry, to assist in developing safe and effective operating procedures.  Once developed, these operating procedures should be continually reviewed and updated to consistently achieve safe flight operations by an overall reduction in aircraft accidents.


4.  ACTION.  This bulletin requires that added emphasis be given the subject matters listed herein to ensure that scenario based training on weather, and information packets on the remaining safety related matters listed in this bulletin are properly integrated into all general aviation training curricula and reviewed or evaluated by ASI's including Training Center Program Managers (TCPM).  This will help to ensure that certificated flight and ground instructors, pilot examiners, and TCPM's remain aware of the continuing emphasis given to such programs under the FAA’s Safer Skies Agenda and Back to Basics Safety Program plus the need to ensure that these safety related subject matters are properly addressed in all 14 CFR parts 141 and 142 curricula, to aid in significantly reducing the aviation accident rate.
