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1.  PURPOSE.  This bulletin provides information and guidance for principal operations inspectors (POI) regarding the procedures and issuance of operations specifications (OpSpecs) paragraph A033, Title 14 CFR Part 135 Flight and Rest Time Limitations for Certain Part 121 and Certain Part 135 Operations. 



  A. For authorizing the certificate holder to conduct certain Title 14 of the Code of Federal Regulations (14 CFR) part 121 operations with airplanes having a passenger-seat configuration of 30 seats or fewer and a payload capacity of 7,500 pounds or less in accordance with part 121, sections 121.470(a), 121.480, and/or 121.500, using flight and rest time limitations under �14 CFR part 135, sections 135.261 through 135.273, and/or



  B.  For authorizing the certificate holder to conduct certain 14 CFR part 135 operations using flight and rest time limitations under section 135.265, in lieu of any other sections 135.261 through 135.273.



2.  BACKGROUND.  Title 14 CFR part 119 establishes the certification requirements that must be complied with for persons who provide air transportation of passengers and cargo.  Part 119 established that all certificate holders conducting scheduled passenger-carrying operations with turbine-powered airplanes and/or airplanes having 10 or more passenger seats are now operated under part 121.  Section 121.470(a), Flight Time Limitations, Domestic Operations; section 121.480, Flight Time Limitations, Flag Operations; and section 121.500, Flight Time Limitations, Supplemental Operations, contain, in pertinent part, the provisions that the certificate holder conducting operations with airplanes having a passenger-seat configuration of 30 seats or fewer, excluding each crewmember seat, and a payload capacity of 7,500 pounds or less may comply with the applicable requirements of sections 135.261 through 135.273.  Section 135.261(a)(2) allows certain part 135 certificate holders to comply with the requirements of section 135.265, with the OpSpec paragraph A033 issued.



3.  ACTION.



  A.  POIs should review each operator’s flight and rest recordkeeping system to ensure the system is authorized either through the issuance of OpSpecs or is in compliance with the primary regulations.  The purpose of this bulletin is intended to bring these areas of concern to the attention of inspectors.

  B.  POIs shall issue the applicable OpSpec paragraph A033 to authorize certain part 135 and/or certain part 121 certificate holders to apply the flight and rest limitations of �section 135.265 and/or sections 135.261 through 135.273, as applicable.  The electronic boilerplates for OpSpec paragraph, A033, are attached to this bulletin.  There are three sample OpSpecs and three OpSpec boilerplates:  one for the parts 121/135 combination certificate holder; one for the part 121 certificate holder and; one for the part 135 certificate holder.

5.  LOCATION.  The material covered in this bulletin will remain in effect until incorporated by AFS-200 into FAA Order 8400.10, Air Transportation Operations Inspector’s Handbook, Volume 3, Chapter 1, Section 3.  �Until the handbook is updated, inspectors should make written reference to this bulletin in the margin of the indicated section and paragraph.  These new OpSpec paragraphs and this bulletin are also available in the new Operations Specifications Subsystem.
