FLIGHT STANDARDS HANDBOOK BULLETIN (FSHB)

AIR TRANSPORTATION

A Flight Standards Handbook Bulletin (FSHB) focuses on issues which may require action for FAA Inspectors and will contain information concerning special emphasis programs and concerns that may be time critical.  Those FSHB's that are associated with Air Transportation (Operations) issues are designated as HBAT.  Each HBAT is numbered by calendar year and a sequential number.  For example, HBAT 99-01, 
HBAT 99-02, etc.

The intent of the HBAT is to provide the Flight Standards Service a means to quickly disseminate information, policy issues, and guidance to the Flight Standards Community.  HBAT information is incorporated into the inspector's handbook at a later date.  The current HBAT's should be retained in Appendix (3) of the Air Transportation Operations Inspector's Handbook (8400.10).

HBAT's are distributed to Flight Standards facilities via FAA electronic mail and are maintained electronically using ASCII (.txt) or Microsoft Word format(.DOC) formats.  HBATs are also available on the World Wide Web at:  http://www.faa.gov/avr/afs/hbat/hbatl.htm
