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1.  SUBJECT.  This bulletin contains guidance regarding inspector conduct.  This information corrects the guidance in FAA Order 8700.1, General Aviation Operations Inspector’s Handbook, volume 2, chapter 50, Surveillance of an Aviation Event; and chapter 49, Issue a Certificate of Waiver or Authorization for an Aviation Event.


2.  BACKGROUND.  The Fourth Amendment of the Bill of Rights of the Constitution of the United States protects persons from unlawful search and seizure by governmental agents.  Therefore, before entering any aircraft, inspectors must obtain permission from the owner/operator.  To complete their lawful program responsibilities, representatives of the Administrator should refer to FAA Order 2150.3A, Compliance and Enforcement Program, in dealing with aircraft owner/operators who deny government agents access to their aircraft.


3.  POLICY.  In FAA Order 8700.1, (Change 18 dated 3/1/99), volume 2, chapter 50, section 2, paragraph 3G, correct the reference to section 1, paragraph 7C(2)(h) to read paragraph 4C(2)(i).  Additionally, correct in volume 2, chapter 49, section 1, paragraph 15H(1), the requirement of �30 days to read 60 days.
