Available Federal Aviation Administration Training Resources related to the 

International Aviation Safety Assessment Program

The Flight Standards Service International Programs & Policy Office (AFS-50) is responsible for the operation of the International Aviation Safety Assessment (IASA) program. In response to requests by others, this office has reviewed the following FAA training resources and determined that each training resource listed below has value in assisting foreign civil aviation authorities address issues of compliance with International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) standards as required under the IASA program. 

This listing is specifically limited to only available FAA training resources and does not preclude a foreign civil aviation authority's use of other providers, either governmental or commercial, for technical services. 

IASA Related Training Resources
I.  INTRODUCTION
The International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) and the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) of the United States present the first in a series of training packages for government aviation safety inspectors.

The government safety inspector training is designed for operations and airworthiness aviation safety inspectors and focuses on the certification of air operators and approved maintenance organizations.  Courses designed to qualify instructors to teach these courses were also developed.  The training packages were developed using the ICAO TRAINAIR methodology.

A model aviation regulatory document, developed by FAA and ICAO, is used as an example throughout the training.  The model aviation regulatory document consists of a model civil aviation law, regulations and implementing standards.  The law includes sample statutory authority for civil aviation activities, including air traffic, airports, security, accident investigation, and certification of aircraft, flight operations, maintenance organizations and airmen.  The regulations address flight operations and continuing airworthiness of aircraft.  Extensive references are made to ICAO Annexes and guidance material, the Federal Aviation Regulations and the Joint Aviation Requirements.

II.  ICAO TRAINAIR GSI Courses Available
FAA COURSE 18700 (formerly Course 23000):  Government Aviation Safety Inspector - Operations

Course length:  13 days classroom time.  (Depending on start date, course participants usually have two weekends during the course time).

The Operations Inspectors are taught to certificate an air operator, including:

The conduct of the pre-application phase including the pre-application meeting

The conduct of the formal application phase including the formal application meeting

The conduct of the document evaluation phase, including:

A compliance statement

An operations manual

A training manual

A cabin attendant manual

An aircraft operating manual

A minimum equipment list

A performance planning manual

A loading and handling manual and

Other applicant documents

The conduct of the demonstration and inspection phase, including:

An applicant's main operations base and line station facilities

An applicant's training program and facilities

An applicant's emergency evacuation/ditching demonstrations

An applicant's demonstration flights, including operational control

The conduct of the certification phase including issuing the standard operating provisions and certificate and the writing of the final report

Course Prerequisites: Participants should hold an airline transport pilot license (ATPL) with a type rating in a large airplane; have experience as a check pilot or instructor in airline transport operations; and have a minimum of 2,000 hours flying experience. Operations Inspectors who will review certification documentation only, should meet the knowledge requirements of an ATPL, or equivalent (e.g., fight engineer, flight operations officer/dispatcher), and have five years experience in the field of aviation operations.

FAA COURSE 18701 (formerly Course 23002):  Government Aviation Safety Inspector - Airworthiness

Course length:  15 days classroom time.  (Depending on start date, course participants usually have three weekends during the course time).

The Airworthiness Inspectors are taught to certificate both an air operator and a maintenance organization, including:
The conduct of the pre-application phase including the pre-application meeting

The conduct of the formal application phase including the formal application meeting

The conduct of the document evaluation phase, including:

A compliance statement

A maintenance organization's procedures manual, training programs and qualifications records, and other documents such as lease agreements

An operator's maintenance control manual and continuous maintenance program

A minimum equipment list

The conduct of the demonstration and inspection phase including:

-  The results of a maintenance organization's facilities/equipment inspection

-  An air operator's aircraft conformity inspection

-  Facilities/equipment, sub-base and line station inspections

The conduct of the certification phase including issuing the standard operating provisions and certificate and the writing of the final report

Course Prerequisites:  Participants should meet the knowledge requirements for an Aircraft Maintenance Engineer/Technician/Mechanic License as specified in Annex 1, paragraph 4.2.1.2, and have five years experience in the airworthiness field.

FAA Course 18702 (formerly Course 23001):  Train the Trainer for Operations, or,

FAA Course 18703 (formerly Course 23003):  Train the Trainer for Airworthiness.  
Course Prerequisites.  Successful completion of either course 18700 (Operations) or course 18701 (Airworthiness).  Courses are four days in length and are taught by FAA at the request of ICAO.  The Train the Trainer courses are taught at the conclusion of the required underlying Course 18700 or 18701 to those identified by ICAO as future instructors for either the Operations or Airworthiness Course.
